	Police Matters

The Clerk read the following from PC Greenhouse:
“The only problems I am currently aware of are some minor anti social behaviour in and around the recreation area. We are targeting the area as often as we can and have asked the shifts at Evesham to help with additional patrols when we are not on duty. If you are getting complaints please encourage the caller to ring in to us when the problem is occurring so that a patrol can attend at the time of the incident. 0300 333 3000 or 999 in an emergency.
We are both doing lots of cycle patrol in the villages so I am hoping that our presence has been noted?” 
VM confirmed the police presence around the recreation area and the general patrols through the village.

	Report from the Worcestershire Annual Parish Conference on 12th April
The Clerk and the Chairman gave an oral report as to the Annual Parish Conference: 
· Information as to funding

· Presentation by David Moorcroft  as to the Community Games scheme linked to London 2012, including the Olympic Flame relay around the country

· Street Lighting: including comments on the use of solar powered street lighting (not yet possible due to current battery technology) and LEDs (expensive - cost benefit in terms of maintenance but not necessarily more energy efficient than newest forms of traditional lighting)
· Worcestershire agreement (see item 10 below)

· Peopleton PC – taking on responsibility for organising and funding parish flood defence scheme

· Bus service consultation – see item 18 below

	The Worcestershire Agreement
It being felt that there was no reciprocity in the current document and that there was nothing requiring a formal document it was agreed to take no further action on this.

	Government Consultations:
(a) MC, IB and VM reported on the Community Right to Challenge and Community Right to Buy consultation documents.  It was felt that the documents were too vague and that further explanation and information was required as to both the processes involved and possible liabilities.  MC to respond.

(b) MC and TS both considered that the technicalities involved made it very difficult for lay people to respond to the Worcestershire Waste Core Strategy Development Plan Document. MC to respond.
