33/11 Gas Lamps
To review progress and to consider for approval the Listed Building Consent Application:

Mr Harper had produced a revised schedule which resulted in West Malvern’s lamps being completed by end June which was welcomed by Councillors.  The Clerk had accepted Sight Design quotations for (i) remove and replace of gas lamp heads, (ii) refurbishment of gas lamp heads, (iii) annual maintenance and (iv) temporary wind up prior to refurbishment.  
The application for Listed Building Consent, prepared by Mr Marcus Cleaver, was approved.  The cost of this was expected to be just over £300. 
34/11 Playing Fields
i. To consider allowing a wedding event to take place on the playing fields on Sat May 26th 2012: Further information regarding the event was required before a decision could be made.
ii. Progress report from Pavilion Working Group: The results from the consultation had been collated; of 107 responses, 74 recommended a new village hall/pavilion, 18 just a pavilion and 15 suggested to do nothing.  The working group was to analyse the results and decide on future action.
