iii. 363/362 Bus Service: The Chairman and Cllr. Jefferies had attended the recent MHDC Overview & Scrutiny Committee Meeting at which reductions in local bus services were discussed.  Although the 363/362 service was not earmarked for change it was decided that a letter should be sent to Peter Blake the Head of Integrated Transport at WCC stressing the importance of the service to local residents.  Furthermore a request was to be made to allow senior citizens with hospital appointments free travel before the 9.30 watershed.
