   6/03/11 Presentation by Sandfields Farm Ltd


Representatives from Sandfields Farm attended the meeting to give an outline of their plans for use of land for agricultural purposes at the former Smiths and Woods Site. Steve Wood, the General Operations manager, gave an outline of the development of the company who are growers and packers of fresh produce.

  


They 
intend to farm, salad onions, garden peas, and beans at the former Simms and Wood site and are keen to work as closely as possible with the local community as possible to maintain a minimum level of disturbance to local residents and to hopefully foster employment opportunities for local people.


In response to questions Mr Woods relied that 80%of waste from the site would be used for animal feed and 20% would be disposed of by spraying back on to their land


Members also requested that proper signage should be erected before and at the entrance to the site so that traffic could be properly directed. 


In thanking Mr Wood for his informative presentation the Chairman asked that the Council should receive regular updates regarding any future development plans that the company may have.

W 11/0989
 Land adj Wyre Piddle Pumping Station – a reserved matters application for the erection of two dwellings
Following consideration of this application the Clerk was asked to send the following response to the District Council:-
The Parish Council remains strongly opposed to this application which would result in development taking placed directly on the flood plain and the risk of flooding from the nearby brook. The Council is also concerned that drainage issues emanating as a result of this development could potentially cause problems to existing nearby residential properties.   

The Council remains of the view that this development will place a significant strain on the local infrastructure and difficulties would be caused by the construction of access points to the site bearing in mind its proximity to the Wyre Hill and Wyre Road Junctions.  The access points would potentially cause a significant hazard and danger to traffic on the adjoining main road.
