1.    Mr Ron Miller asked about the proposed Round About.  The Chairman and the County Councillor gave their views.  Mr Miller is concerned about the cutting down of trees to accommodate the Round About as well as the speed limit on that piece of road, PC Toms gave his view on the issue.  County Councillor to investigate the exact position of the round about and the speed that will be introduced and report back at the next meeting
2. Mr Michael Martin produced a list of questions from the PC from members of the parish.  The Chairman requested that in future Mr Martin ask parishioners to attend the meeting themselves.

2.1 Three weeks ago there was a disturbance in the village; Mr Martin asked PC Toms if there was a problem as police were called out.

2.2 Parish Council Minutes.  Mr Martin asked where the minutes are now kept that the shop is closed and why the website had not been updated. The clerk to investigate the website.  The Chairman advised that the minutes are now kept in the pub.  Clerk to put a notice on the board saying “THE MINUTES ARE IN THE PUB”
2.3 Robin Hood foot path is in an unusable sate.  The PC to talk to Mr Walker about this and investigate who’s responsibility it is to upkeep the path.

2.4 Playing field – Has it been reseeded and if so is it being watered regularly.  The chairman replied “YES” to both.

2.5 Gypsies site in Upper Moor.  Work is taking place however it looks like the incorrect topping is being used.  The Chairman will investigate this
2.6 Playing Field – As request has been made to remove the pedestrian gate

2.7 Mr Martin asked if the request for a grant from the Playing Field committee had been approved.  The chairman replied “NO”

2.8 Playing area – What are the Play ground committees intentions and how did they get to a decision that the area needed to be upgraded.  Will planning permission be needed? The chairman replied that mums in the village had raised their concerns that there was no equipment for older children to play on.  He also advised that there would be a report on the plans at the Annual Parish Meeting.

2.9 Drainage – the chairman and the County Councillor reported on the update as well as the fact that the problem now lies with County, the land owner and network rail

3. PC Toms advised the Parish Council that he would be retiring in July.  He reported on the crime figures for the past year.  He went on to thank Cllr Hays for his hard work over the past years and his involvement.
