2. Declaration of Interest

The Clerk is attending a Clerks conference on 17th March.  Cost of the Conference has been paid by Hill & Moor Parish Council.  The Clerk would ask the Parish to pay her membership for SLCC of £100 to enable her to get additional help and start studying.  

g. It was reported that there is a spate of “fuel” burglaries
5. Donation to Throckmorton Chapel: The Chapel has requested a grant for connecting electricity from the neighbour’s house to the Chapel. This work would cost approximately £250.00. As it would take a few months to complete the work the Chapel has asked for an extra £250.00 to cover the running the generator until such time as the cable is in place.   Five members agreed, 1 abstained.  It was unanimously agreed to give the Chapel a donation of £500.00 to go towards the above work and running cost.

6. Loan for History Book Society: The PC under the Power of Well Being will  make a loan to the History Society on the grounds that the Society provide the PC with proof of banking details and that a member or members stand as personal surety for the money.  The society are looking into registering as a charity, working on a website, which will be up and running very soon.  The loan will be required some time in April.  It was unanimously agreed that the loan should be paid back within 12 months.

7. Email announcements to the Parish: Lists have been sent to all Councillors, The Hairdresser and the Village shop.  Mention of this to be made in the news letter. 
8. Village Hall Planning permission: The Village Hall is extending to give them more storage space out the back.  They have existing plans and planning permission, but owing to the passing of time since the original proposal, out building regulations application has expired.  They therefore have to re-submit at a cost of £322 Inc VAT.  It was anonymously agreed that the PC would make this application on their behalf.  BATVH will make a cheque payable to Bishampton & Throckmorton PC for £322.00 less the VAT on acceptance of our cheque.

1. Email received from Mr Andrew Dyke requesting the Events Notice Board be move or another one purchased: An email reads as follows: - At the last Committee meeting of the Gardening Club, the purpose and location of the events notice board outside the Village Hall was discussed.  At its present location it was felt that it only served a couple of houses at the bottom of Broad Lane.   Most villagers using the Hall either drove past the notice or walked past it in the dark.  The Committee felt that the notice board would serve the village better if it was moved to a more central location, such as next to 
the other boards by the shop or opposite on the "village green".  Or failing that perhaps a new notice board and the old one kept in its original position.

With the shop's understandable policy of only have postcard size adverts in the windows; it now makes it very difficult to advertise village events and activities.
