Public Forum: Prior to the meeting the Committee was addressed by a number of members of the public on the following matters:
Item 4 b: Comments were made as to the common sense of the application as a whole and the effect on traffic.  Specific reference was made to the inaccuracies as to the proximity of the bus stops and frequency of bus services, to access for construction traffic and to the possible damage to tree roots and hedgerow on Eastern and North Eastern boundary of site by building dwellings and garages too close to that boundary.  During the Committee’s discussion of this matter the meeting was suspended to allow further comment from an adjoining owner specific to the effect on that property and advice was given as to entering such comments on the WDC website.
Item 5:  Questions were raised as to the nature, timing and period of the traffic survey which appears to have commenced: will it be affected by the fact that holiday period, will it be effected by nature of crops currently being harvested?  Comments were made on the apparent change of mind by Highways and the information on which such change appears to have been based having been provided by the applicant.  A public questionnaire is being prepared as to the perceived number and effect of HGVs through Badsey (being funded by the District Councillor).

TS raised the importance of encouraging the continuation of Badsey as a market gardening village and PS raised the importance of considering a Parish/Village Plan to include planning considerations. 
The question was also raised as to whether it might be possible to restrict HGV movements through Badsey during specified hours.

 It was agreed that no substantive decision could be made until the outcome of the traffic survey and public consultation was known.  The Clerk was requested to raise the following points: 
(1) It was felt that the survey currently being undertaken needed to be put in context so that as well as the survey of vehicles entering the site a parallel survey of vehicles passing through the village was also required.

(2) Has consideration been given to whether taking the survey during the Easter holiday period will affect the outcome?

(3) Will a second survey be undertaken later in the growing season (according to the correspondence the site owners state that the number of HGVs will fluctuate according to the growing season)?

(4) What is intended in relation to the further public consultation requested by the Development Control Committee?
