	Police Matters

CSO Schoenrock gave an oral report on the following:

· PACT meeting: the question had been raised whether it would be possible to have an additional dog bin on Seward Road

· Anti-social behaviour: some anti-social behaviour (drinking) had been reported on the Recreation Ground, parents had been contacted and the Recreation Ground is a PACT priority.  VM thanked the Police for the clear police presence at the Ground.
· Scrap metal thefts: residents are urged to keep any metal items out of sight as there has been an upsurge in thefts of such items

· Domestic burglaries: West Mercia has seen a substantial decrease in such offences year on year.  The Christmas 2009 burglaries in Badsey are still under active investigation.

· MT raised the question of  whether  foot patrols took place at the most appropriate times of day.  CSO Schoenrock explained the priority for high visibility police foot patrols and also informed the Council of the large geographical area which local police officers have to cover.
· CSO Schoenrock asked that residents be made aware of the importance of immediately reporting any anti-social behaviour and/or suspicious activity.

	District and County Councillors Forum 

CC Bean reported on the following matters:

· Worcestershire CC’s approach to extend superfast broadband

· Road markings on the A46: Highways Agency controlled, not WCC, but would see what approaches could be made.  CC Clive Holt and CC Bob Banks were the relevant County Councillors.
· Weight restriction amendment on Bowers Hill: CC Bean expressed his concerns that the weight restrictions had been lifted against his opposition.

CC Bean also explained that his attendance at the Parish Council meetings would necessarily be limited because of his commitments to a number of parish councils / school governing bodies which tend to meet on the same dates.
