Public Forum: Prior to the meeting the Committee was addressed by the applicant in relation to items 3b and 3c  and by two Aldington residents in respect of the same matter.  In response to questions the applicant made the following points:
· The proposal represents a significant downsize from earlier proposals for the same site

· The structure of the listed building (the barn) will not be changed, with no additional openings being added

· Parking for visitors will be in the front courtyard with each property having its own garage space
· Grey water will be captured in water butts with hosepipe connections (use of such water for domestic purposes had been discounted because the power requirements for such a system currently outweighed the benefits in water use)

The residents supported the application: 

· The applicant’s previous work in the village and elsewhere was known to be of a high standard

· The development will constitute an improvement to the area and in particular will enable an historic building which is falling into disrepair to be preserved
A resident raised the existence of a stone built culvert running to the south of the property by the utility building due for demolition and requested that care be taken not to damage the culvert during demolition/construction because of the flood risk to existing properties in Manor Gardens

It was agreed by a majority of 3:1 to say that in the exceptional circumstances of this case (modern windows already in situ at the time of listing) the Parish Council would support the appeal in relation to the restrospective consent for the rear windows but given that this is a listed building in a conservation area and given the adopted police against the use of uPVC in such circumstances the Council would not support the appeal in relation to the proposed replacement of windows and door to the front elevation.  One member of the Committee expressed the view that in fairness to the applicants they could only be expected to replace modern windows with modern frames and that would include uPVC which would probably be cheaper and more hard wearing than cheap wooden frames.
