Matters arising from 18th May
Item 8 (training): (a) discussions are taking place with RL

Item 14 (accounts 2010-2011): Audit documents were sent by special delivery on 13th June and therefore will be with External auditor before date due (20th June)
Item 16 (wire fence by footpath): has been inspected and loose wires tied back.  
From earlier meetings:
· Tony Jerram memorial tree: Ancient Oaks have been asked to confirm that a Ginko Biloba is appropriate and quote for supplying, planting and maintaining until established.  Tree to be planted in October/November.
· Badsey Road/Bretforton Road street signs: WDC received the request but require further assistance which will be given week commencing 20th June
· St James Close dropped kerbs: Roy Fullee of WCC is investigating
· Resurfacing of B4035, Willersey Road and Village Street, Aldington: Roy Fullee is checking the current position
· Affordable/Social Housing: Nigel Potter has provided an update as follows:
“I have reviewed the file, spoken to Jonathan Edwards Planning (Area Planning Manager South) and spoken to Development staff at Rooftop.

I can now report the following:

Manor Close
Rooftop wrote to neighbours during January about the development of the existing garage court to build two 2 bedroom bungalows for affordable rent on the garage court. Contractors have been appointed and they are currently discharging planning conditions in readiness to commence development.

Brewers Lane
This is now a detailed scheme following the granting of planning permission during summer 2010 for a total of 28 homes of which 8 homes will affordable as part of a section 106 agreement. 

Badsey Fields Lane
Rooftop has made arrangements to take over the 9 affordable homes as part of the section 106 agreement. 7 x rent and 2 x shared ownership. These homes will hopefully be ready at the end of the June. The 7 rented properties were advertised on CBL last week and have been allocated. The 2 shared ownership properties will continue to be advertised on CBL for a couple of weeks and I would be grateful Parish Councillors could help promote these two 2 bedroom houses by encouraging people with a local connection to make a bid or contact Rooftop for more information. Concentric circle allocation approach will take place for surrounding villages if qualifying local residents do not come forward.

Bretforton Road 
Wychavon District Council’s Planning Section recently received a screening enquiry regarding the possibility of developing this large land site for part commercial/part residential use. As a result of this enquiry this information is now classed as public and I felt it would be useful to share this with Parish Councillors. 

Banks Road
As you are aware, planning permission was granted during 2010 for 100% affordable housing. This scheme could deliver 16 affordable homes – 13 x rent and 3 x shred ownership. Rooftop is still pursuing this site and continuing negotiations with the vendors agent. I have no further information to report at the moment but I will keep you up-to-date should I receive any news.”
The Clerk reported that the land off Bretforton Road referred to above is the land south of Hither Green and east of Green Leys and that she has requested further information from WDC re the approach.

	Police Matters

PC Greenhouse gave an oral report on the following:

· Incident at Round of Gras: may be linked to offences out of area
· Speeding on Bretforton Road: there are H&S difficulties in siting mobile units but when speed checks undertaken it was rare to catch anyone speeding.

· The Recreation Ground had been attended on a number of occasions but no anti-social behaviour, illegal drinking or drug taking seen

· Birmingham Road: after Vale Gardens is within a different police area.  

· PC Greenhouse stressed the importance of reporting all accidents in order to build up a picture of where there are speeding problems/accident black spots
On taking questions PC Greenhouse commented as follows:

· No recent speed checks in the centre of Badsey but aware that may be required.  Requested that details of anyone suspected of persistent speeding be passed on to her for checking.

· It is an offence to park on or over the footway in such a way as to obstruct pedestrian traffic

· It is not an offence to park alongside another car parked off road unless the on road car blocks the off road car or blocks the road completely

	Report from Badsey and Aldington Relief in Need Charity (deferred from AGM 18 05 2011)
MC as one of the trustees of the Charity gave a brief report as follows:

· IB was taking over as Chairman of the Charity following the resignation of PS.

· Only one small grant was made in 2010-2011 as people were reluctant to apply and the Charity’s ability to provide for needs in the modern world is limited.  
· The Charity trustees were looking into the possibility of  disposing of the land and changing the objects of the Charity so as to make the best use of the funds available.  However, this would require discussions with the Charity Commissioners.  

· MC asked Councillors to raise the Charity with residents as before any decisions could be taken it would be necessary to obtain the views of residents.

· PS raised questions as to whether the trustees were currently properly constituted and MC agreed to take this back to the Charity

· IB is concerned at the usefulness of such meetings if there is no specific focus for discussion

	Parish Plan
a. MC reported that the working party’s first meeting had focussed on identifying groups/individuals within the Parish to be contacted and the areas which would need to be covered.  The next meeting will be towards the end of July.
b. It was RESOLVED that the Parish Council would discharge the initial costs of hall hire, refreshments, paper/printing, advertising and leaflet/letter distribution up to a maximum of £500.00

	Finance and Administration
