            A presentation was given by Justin de Vries and Russell Needham on behalf of Addis Farms Ltd .regarding planning application number W/23/01336. They outlined the following points in connection with the application:
· Conversion of building to B1 use and old chicken shed to be turned into storage unit.

· Fleet vehicle company involving light repairs , spray booth etc.

· No noise
· Farm now has no employees and subsidies would be removed in 2027.

· Need to diversify.

· 6 employees to work on site, 3-4 movement of vehicles up to 12 per day. Movement of vehicles between 8am and 4pm.Monday to Friday

· No plan to expand business.

· Buildings not fundamentally changing and not customer focussed.

Questions were asked about the proposals namely:

· Concern over traffic access to farm and increase in volume.

· Lanes should be 30mph maximum.

· Lane used by cyclists, walkers, and horses. A Country lane unsuitable for increased traffic.

· Use of the other buildings.

· Longer term aspects for the farm.

· Lane is a public highway and the problem is access.
