5. Matters arising
5.1 The cutting below the entrance to Elmbridge Green gated road had been cleared promptly. NW to send a note of thanks to Barrie Barnes.
5.2 Wire fencing off a section at the top of the gated road had now been removed and replaced by white tape.
5.3 Parish Notice Board by Cutnall Green Memorial Hall. It was agreed that this should be taken down and removed. NW to ask Richard Needham if he would do this at the same time as the replacement of the Notice Board on the Village Green.

6.1 Lengthsman Update

· Bill Waldron was retiring at the end of March. NW to contact Chris Cooke, at present lengthsman at Hanbury and Dodderhill, to see if he will stand in until a replacement is found.
6.2 Highways.

· There were comments on the general state of the roads. TM reported that other Counties had far more problems than Worcestershire.
· There was flooding on Addis Lane near Bryans Green due to poor drainage. This was the Landowners responsibility, but the problem would be reported to highways.
· There had been excess water under the bridge in Horton Lane and the road needed attention.
· There was a possible collapsed drain outside New House Farm.

A further Transport statement had been submitted as part of the application, which was discussed at this meeting. Most of the details in this statement referred to the situation 25-30 years ago and therefore was not relevant today and the information was flawed. Also the traffic  speed and volume survey had not been carried out in the correct place. BA to send another letter of objection to Wychavon planners.

 9. Correspondence
9.1 Relevant emails had been circulated including details of Parish games to be held by Wychavon.
9.2 Correspondence had been received regarding the condition of the grass triangles at either end of the gated road and whether these could be brought back to their previous condition and tidiness. The Council agreed that these triangles had been eroded by traffic and that they should be re-instated. TM to arrange for black plastic posts with reflectors to be provided by the County Council’s highways dept. to form a temporary boundary whilst this re-instatement took place and the re-seeding took place.
10. Items of Interest  
10.1 TM reported that the County Council part of the Council tax had increased by 4.9%,due to severe increase in in adult and children’s care costs on which 73% of the Councils budget was spent. This year they were using reserves to balance the books.
10.2 Serious fly tipping by shooters Wood. To be reported again to Wychavon
10.3 Wychavon had asked every Council if they would like a free portrait of the King to place in Village Halls. NW to order . 
10.4 RD and BA will walk round the village to look at any problems and improvements to be made.
10.5 PG reported that her son as part of the Duke of Edinburgh award scheme had collected 111kg of food from 26 houses for the food bank in Droitwich. The Council congratulated him on this achievement.
10.6  There had been reports of shots being fired and people seen in the Elmbridge Green area. The matter had been reported to the police.
