A further Transport statement had been submitted as part of the application, which was discussed at this meeting. Most of the details in this statement referred to the situation 25-30 years ago and therefore was not relevant today and the information was flawed. Also, the traffic  speed and volume survey had not been carried out in the correct place. BA to send another letter of objection to Wychavon planners.
8.8       W/23/02527 Land adjacent to the Old Post Office, Cutnall Green, WR9 0PW. Proposed construction of 3-bedroom dwelling.
8.9        W/24?00561 Urloxhey Farm, Elmbridge. Construction of additional stables. BA had contacted Richard Newland regarding the entrance as outlined on the plan. Architect to send new drawings. Concern was expressed over increased traffic into Urloxhey.
