1. Apologies for absence

2. Chairman’s Statement

The Chair welcomed everyone to the meeting.
He reported on activity since the last meeting in January.

· Two foxes had been reported shot near Fibden Farm. Had been reported and sorted.
· After the last meeting regarding the planning application for the Solar farm, BA had visited the residents on Broad Alley. Most had written objections  and a Broad Alley action group had been established. It was noted that Highways had given approval for this application. The date for the planning committee to assess this application had been fixed and the action group were looking to Elmbridge PC to represent them. As this application was outside the parish, BA managed to speak to Councillor Speechley from Hampton Lovett Parish Council, who agreed to speak at the meeting. With the assistance of other members of Elmbridge parish, BA put together a statement which called for deferral.BA commented that he thought the planning committee meeting held on February 27th was a fiasco, with nobody listening to either Councillor Speechley, Mr. Peter Ormerod speaking as objector, or Chris Day, District Councillor ward member. He felt that the Supporter of the scheme, Mr.George Watson, could not answer the questions put to him by the committee.

· BA had a meeting with Barrie Barnes from highways and TM to discuss on going items in Elmbridge parish, itemised as follows.
· Parish field needed the drain to be jetted under the road to the ditch, and the fence repaired above the ditch/pipe which was previously brambles.

· Addis lane. The pipe under the road before Bryan’s Green needed clearing.
· Watery Lane. Some repairs had been carried out following a complaint from PG. The raising of the road level is not going to take place but further work will take place once the ditch is cleared by the landowner. BA to contact Max Needham re. clearing the ditch on the South side of the lane.

· The gully pipe at the corner of Crown Lane needed repair and making good. Cast iron top grids which had been stolen needed replacing. A raised manhole opposite the riding stables entrance needed fixing.

· Gullies needed attention just past Broadfields, and by Wants cottage.  
· The Gully that takes water from New House farm is the responsibility of Severn Trent.

· It was important that Potholes and blocked gullies were reported as individual items and not grouped together.

· The tree that had been planted on the triangle at the top of the gated road had been reported as a hazard and Worcs CC had requested that it should be removed. It should have had a tree planting licence.

· Two complaints had been received regarding building work at Lovett Cottage in Addis Lane with parked cars causing a dangerous place for cars approaching the main road. Passed on to Elmley Lovett PC as it is in their parish. Also complaints regarding Briars Cottage garden encroaching on to highways land..

             Public Question Time 
             Secure Dog walking field in Addis Lane.

· Details were outlined to the Parish Council of the misuse of the dog field and its effect on neighbouring properties. There had been excessive noise emanating from the field with up to twenty dogs at one time, with numerous children and adults picnicking on occasions The lady who runs this business lives in Stourport and has applied for a change in planning conditions which would in effect limit the number of dogs to ten and no group bookings. This was deemed to be excessive with no regard for those living in Addis Lane. The dog agility equipment was located near the lane which was also disruptive for neighbours, and the site was in danger of being used as a recreation park. It was proposed by CC and seconded by AH that the Parish Council put in an objection to Wychavon re. Planning application W/25/00519
Broad Alley Solar Farm

· Further to the Chairman’s comments in his statement above, there were further points made by Mr.Ormerod who spoke as objector at the Planning Committee meeting.  He would like to think that this application would have been considered at a different level. Highways had been incorrect in the conditions that were imposed. The S106 had not been sorted and needed to be acknowledged. He had no confidence that Grenergy Renewables UK would put back the road it its original state, or that they wouldn’t sell the site. He had voiced his complains to the Chief Executive of Wychavon and to the MP and would be taking the matter further.
· Other points were voiced by the Council including the definition of “Green” or “Grey” belt land, which was of concern to residents over the long term. The Council questioned the use of BMV land . They were also concerned that there would be insufficient parking in Hampton Lovett trading estate for those working on the site.
