I.
Proposed Incinerator, Hartlebury Trading Estate 10/00032/CM – public enquiry

Hartlebury Parish Council have asked to meet with ELPC regarding this public enquiry.  In past meetings Elmley Lovett Parish Council resolved to  put in an opposition to the application but not to act as a pressure group/action committee.  NC suggested reiterating to the Secretary of State the objections submitted under the planning consultation.  MB advised that all planning comments are provided to the Secretary of State, the scope of a public enquiry maybe wider enabling the consideration of other factors such as financial viability and alternative technologies.  Conflict of interest is expected to be examined.  LB is not a member of WAIL although she does support them, she urged the Council to ensure that strong objections are submitted.  In order to prepare a representation to the Secretary of State, all councillors will be emailed a copy of the Elmley Lovett Parish Council comments already submitted, these will be considered and the document finalised at the next meeting.

II. Playground maintenance

Quote from Taylor Design, equipment repairs amount to £901.45 including a new rocker, replacement of the seesaw wooden beam (which is twisted) and the mechanism.  The wooden rocker is rotting (low risk) but could be repaired for £195.  JB to negotiate the seesaw maintenance with an approved spend limit of £500.  She will arrange disablement of the seesaw until the item is repaired.  DS was asked to quote for the routine maintenance repairs.

AWM offered some 2ft diameter plastic tube for installation in the playground.

III. Footpaths/Tree Warden report


AB presented his report.  It was agreed that the Four Parish Magazine could be a useful platform for highlighting the footpaths in the local area.
