	Progress Report on matters arising
Matters arising from 15th June

Item 4 (clerks report - housing):  Jonathan Edwards has confirmed that an approach has been made in respect of land to the south and west of Hither Green but that no planning application has yet been received.

Item 5 (Police Matters): received details of Blackminster police and contacted
Item 7b (Traveller Sites consultation): response emailed and acknowledged 17th June 
Item 14 (Recreation Ground – sign, mobile phone): HFN have been asked to provide a design for the sign using agreed wording.  Clerk has contacted Orange, Tesco and Vodafone and researched O2’s website.  (Item 16c on 20th July 2011)
Item 17 (Lengthsman): MP has been asked to look at the footway adjoining Village Street, Aldington, the vegetation on the footway on the S-bends approaching the Blackminster turn and the gullies on Willersey Road
Item 18a (Bins): order placed by email 22nd June, met with WDC to decide placing, posts to be obtained
Item 18b (E-on): quote accepted 22nd June

Item 19 (Health & Safety: Culvert): WCC Bridgeworks Section is inspecting.  If a grill is fitted it would then be maintained under the Parish Lengthsman Scheme.
Matters arising from 18th May
Item 8 (training): Councillor training sessions with Richard Levett from WCALC will take place in the Remembrance  Hall on Wednesday 26th October and Wednesday 2nd November.  

Item 13 (A46 roadmarkings): in progress

Matters arising from earlier meetings:
· Tony Jerram memorial tree: Ancient Oaks have confirmed that a Ginko Biloba is appropriate and have quoted for supplying, planting and maintaining until established (see item 16b on 20th July 2011).  Tree to be planted in October/November.
· Badsey Road/Bretforton Road street signs: in progress
· St James Close dropped kerbs: Roy Fullee of WCC is investigating
· Resurfacing of B4035, Willersey Road and Village Street, Aldington: Roy Fullee is checking the current position – appears that B4035 may be ‘pencilled in’ for end of August
· Sands lane gully blocked: WCC have checked and ordered necessary works
Additional matter, closure of Blackminster level crossing: the Clerk reported on the discussions she had had with AMEY (Contractors) and Network Rail.  The crossing will be closed to vehicles from 6th August to 22nd August (pedestrians will be able to cross).  The Clerk was asked to investigate any consequent changes to the route/timetable of the 247 bus and ask if temporary traffic lights will be installed at South Littleton.  MC brought a letter from Paul Middleton, the owner of Blackminster Business Park to the attention of the Council

	District and County Councillors Forum 

Councillor Bean took the Council through the WCC Corporate Plan for 2011-16, commenting in particular upon the Children and Families and Health and Wellbeing sections.  TB also updated the Council on the current position concerning the Fire Authority and possible changes to planning regulations.  MC raised the concerns about the effect of the Blackminster level-crossing closure and PM raised concerns about the effect of having roadworks on the Worcester and Pershore roads out of Evesham running at the same time.

	Planning

a. The minutes of the Planning Committee meeting of 15th June were noted
b. The Council received a presentation from Nick Cotter on behalf of a group of residents campaigning to halt future development in Badsey until a method could be found to reduce HGV use through the centre of the Village.  The presentation covered  HGVs in Badsey in general and specifically in relation to the Campagna planning application and was based on the 187 responses (on behalf of 400 residents) received to the questionnaire distributed by the campaign group earlier this year.  
At this point it was resolved pursuant to Standing Orders 68 & 23 to adjourn the meeting to allow public comments and discussion.  Comments were received both in support of the campaign and in support of the need for HGVs to support local businesses and the local economy.

The Clerk to raise with the Hall committee the possibility that either (a) the grass cutting should be included in the Council’s grass cutting contract from 2012 or (b) Rooftop should be asked if it could be included in their grass cutting contract for the Horsebridge area
