Mr D Sharp (Clerk) and twenty five members of the public.
Before the meeting Mr Michael Robson from Cerda Planning briefed councillors and the public on proposals for a residential development at Lawn Farm, Drake Street of up to 100 units.   He stressed this would be the first of several meetings he would hold with MHDC and the public.  He considered that a major concern was flooding and the scheme planned a large holding pond to alleviate any risk.  The scheme would be low density and consist of 50% affordable housing and would include a recreational area.  In addition there would be a significant S106 contribution to education and open spaces.

Members of the public expressed concerns particularly over drainage and flooding issues, but also the scale of the development and how it would affect the village as a whole.  It was also mooted that one successful application could lead to others.  
Mr Robson promised to address these issues and hoped to formulate a detailed plan soon and to hold further consultation.
A second speaker, Ann Nicholls from WCC was unable to attend the meeting and it was hoped she would attend in September to discuss the use of the Giffard Drive play areas.

ii. Marlbank Bridge Repairs: No further progress had been made.

iii. Pheasant Inn hedges and garden: Restdale Investments had written to the Clerk indicating that they were not willing to undertake any maintenance work.  The possibility of getting local volunteers in was to be investigated.  The hedge could be cut at the same time as Spitalfields.  The Clerk reported that in exceptional circumstances MHDC can  force the owner of a derelict property to undertake maintenance by means of a Section 215 order, but this is usually seen as a last resort.
