Notes.
1.  Concern was raised that rain water from the roofs will enter the public sewer since soakaways are not considered to be adequate for the volume of water. The pc noted that the sewers in Leigh Sinton are already at capacity, and are of the opinion that installing a water recirculation system for each property would provide a cost effective and environmentally sustainable alternative.

     The pc also takes the view that solar panels and PV cells should be considered on any new build property.
  2.  The size of the building and the equipment stored therein seem excessive for private, domestic use. The pc are also               
concerned that Red Diesel is being stored, this being for agricultural and industrial as opposed to domestic use.
