Public Forum

Prior to the meeting the Council was addressed by a number of residents concerned about the proposals for development of land adjoining Banks Road.  Among the points made by members of the public were:

· The history of the current scheme for 16 houses for rent (for which outline planning permission has been obtained) demonstrates the need for caution when dealing with development proposals – the original plans changed between the Council indicating its support and the application coming before the Planning Committee which then refused support
· Caution also needs to be exercised in the light of the Government’s proposals for devolution of planning matters to Parish Councils

· SHLAA was intended to be a technical report on suitability for development, not an allocation of land for housing, and should not be treated as such an allocation
· The provision of social housing through the Brewers Lane, Badsey Fields Lane and Manor Close developments has fulfilled the Parish’s ‘quota’ so that it is not necessary to make additional provision 

· There are insufficient primary school places and bus services to serve a substantial increase in housing and there will also be a knock on effect from the new developments on the east side of Evesham

· The proposals will only add to traffic problems within the Parish: development sites to the west of Badsey should be preferred and previous proposals for a new road skirting the north of the Village need to be revisited
Mr Patten also addressed the Council briefly on item 9, providing photographs to help the Council’s consider the request.

	Progress Report on matters arising
Matters arising from 20th July

Item 4 (progress report, B4035 resurfacing): Roy Fullee has been asked to find out when the road through Badsey will be resurfaced.  Also asked to chase up question of dropped kerbs on St James Close.

Item 4 (progress report, additional matter, closure of Blackminster Level Crossing): 247 bus was successfully diverted but problems with pedestrians – had to make use of local taxi service – and signage in Polish and, eventually, Spanish on A46 – Highways Agency (NOT WCC) insisted on removal.  P.Luff MP’s response to a complaint by the Clerk available in folder.  Traffic also experience further disruption when roadworks on the Offenham Road diversion route at junction with Station Road.

Item 10 (Remembrance Hall): Grant has been made.  Clerk awaiting official request but probable that will be asked to add to grass cutting contract – care will have to be taken to ensure VAT recoverable.

Item 11 (Badsey Flower Show): the Council was well represented and many residents took the opportunity to discuss local matters.

Item 13 (SHLAA): documents circulated as requested (2nd August)

Item 14 (Polling Districts Review): response filed as requested

Item 16c (mobile phone): has been obtained.  The number is 07824440380
Item 19 (removal of pl46 (School Lane): quote for £330 excl VAT and cost of disconnection received
Item 20a (removal of fence): 5 individuals/companies have been asked to quote

Item 20b (barrier by path on BFL): Clerk met with Roy Fullee (WCC Highways liaison).  Appears may not be possible because of regulations as to width of path.  RF investigating further.

Housing: Nigel Potter (Housing Enabler) has reported as follows:

Manor Close: Development of 2 x 2 bedroom bungalows on this former garage court has started, with completion due February 2012.
Brewers Lane: Rooftop has contacted Crest Nicholson, the developers, regarding the S106 affordable units. They have advised that as soon as they are ready to consider offers for the social units they will be in touch.
Badsey Fields Lane: Acquisition of the S106 affordable units took place on 30th June. Rented units now occupied, all have strong local connection. Both shared ownership properties reserved and with solicitors.
Bretforton Road: No change from the previous information. However, Planners believe that potential developers maybe undertaking background work behind the scenes.
Banks Road: No change from the previous information but at your meeting your Parish Council will be having a presentation from the planning consultant for the land adjoining the Banks Road site. Further information will be made available via the forthcoming Public Consultation Events regarding the SWDP.
Other projects in Badsey: Rooftop are currently working with Wychavon District Council to install Photovoltaic Panels to a number of both rented and owners occupied properties on Synehurst. Work will begin as soon as electricity cables have been sheathed by Central Networks. Part of WDC’s ‘Opportunity Vale of Evesham’project. 
Home Choice Plus:  there are currently 38 households with both a local connection and a preference for living in Badsey. They are: 12 x Family; 6 x Couple; 17 x Single; 2 x Pensioner / DLA; 1 x Other
Culvert under High Street: Clerk awaiting return email/call from Rooftop on this matter, memorial seat and trees on St James Close

	6. 
	Police Matters (including PACT report)
The Council received a written report from PG on the most recent PACT meeting.

Apologies were received from PC Greenhouse and CSO Schoenrock and on their behalf the Clerk gave the following report:

There are minor issues occurring in the village, some criminal damage where car tyres have been punctured.   As the same person has been targeted twice there may be a personal issue here. The Police have put up signs in the shop and elsewhere making residents aware of the problems with the hope that someone will come forward with some information. It may also help to deter the offender if they think someone is watching out for them.

There has been a dwelling burglary in the High Street. It appears that this was committed during the day but at the moment there is nothing to lead to a suspect. This is the first burglary in the village for some time but other villages especially Broadway has been heavily targeted with this type of offence. Burglars tend to commit several offences before being caught, so it is anticipated that when an arrest is made the person responsible will admit several offences.

PC Greenhouse is undertaking ongoing speed enforcement and is trying to pin point when and where the problem is at its worst.

	District and County Councillors Forum (if any)

In their absence the Clerk reported that both Councillor Bean and Councillor Jakeman are concerned about the lack of progress in resurfacing the B4035 as it passes through the village and are continuing to bring pressure for this to be dealt with.
At Councillor Bean’s request the Clerk drew the attention of the Council to the Margaret Westwood Memorial Charity , which can provide grants for books, course materials etc and funding for overseas expeditions for children and young people and grants to organisations working with children and young people.  The Council requested the Clerk to place a notice on the main notice board and bring this to the attention of youth organisations within the Parish.

	Planning

a. The minutes of the Planning Committee meetings of 20th July 2011 and 17th August were noted
b. Banks Road: G.Gray of G.Gray Associates gave a presentation in relation to proposals for the development of  land off Banks Road, Badsey (land contained in SHLAA and now in the South Worcestershire Development Plan).  The current proposal is for 75 dwellings, to include the 16 for which outline planning permission has already been granted, with at least 40% being affordable housing.  The housing will be 1, 2 or 3 bedroom small family houses, not ‘executive homes’ and public space would be incorporated in the design.  However, the land is in the ownership of two families, one of which is currently not minded to take part.
The following points were made and questions raised:

· DB: stressed that the SWDP was up for consultation and raised the point that only 30 houses were mentioned on this site in SHLAA

· MC: sought confirmation that the affordable housing would be for rent and for local people – Mr Gray indicated that the Parish Council’s nomination rights would be supported but was less certain on tenure; sought clarification on questions of sewage and waste water disposal (a major issue on the original application) – Mr Gray indicated that the proposed water/sewage management strategy would be based on the strategy put forward for the current smaller development;  pointed out that Banks Road was the preferred area for development agreed on the original SHLAA consultation 
· TP: sought and received confirmation that the social housing for which permission already obtained would be merged into the proposal and not in addition to it;  raised the point that the site is ‘rural exception’ land – Mr Gray pointed out that this would change if SWDP adopted (although still in consulation period);  sought and received confirmation that the proposals for social housing would be dependent on agreement with Rooftop or another housing association 
· MT: raised the issue of tree preservation and ecological interests – Mr Gray indicated an intention to retain trees subject to TPOs and for public spaces to be informal

	Communications

To consider whether the Parish Council should adopt either of the following methods of communicating with residents:

a. By 11 votes to 2 it was agreed that the Parish Council should have a Facebook page but such page should be for information only and not open for comments
b. E-mail: it was unanimously agreed that subject to receiving advice from the Department of Communities and Local Government the Parish Council should set up a system for providing information to residents by email.  The Clerk to produce a privacy statement and invitation for consideration at the October meeting

MC  reported on the meeting on 7th September which had been well attended with many residents putting themselves forward to take part.  Another meeting has now been scheduled for Monday 14th November.

PM reported on the WCALC area meeting on 1st September, and requested support for the objectors  to the Hartlebury Waste Facility.  By a majority of 6 to 4 with 2 abstentions the Council voted to give its support; the Clerk to write accordingly

a. The Council received a written report from David Jack, who advised against changing to LED lighting at this point.   MC thanked DJ for his hard work on this.  DJ, RH and PC to consider DJ’s report, the possibility of joining the WCC Parish Lighting Scheme  and proposals for reducing costs and report to the meeting in November
