Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 

Monday 12th September 2011 in West Malvern Village Hall at 7.30pm.

Before the meeting concerns were raised over a proposal to put double yellow lines on a section of the West Malvern Road near the Dingle.  See agenda item 9.
Members of the public expressed concerns over recent newspaper reports which had highlighted the possible closure or selling of the Outdoor Education Centre.  A recommendation was to be approved by the WCC cabinet within the next month.  District Cllr. John Raine reported that he was to meet with WCC officers later in the week to discuss the issue. 

99/11 Apologies

To consider acceptance of apologies for absence from Councillors: Mr M Aldridge (accepted).  Also District Cllr. Ms. L Deller. 
100/11 Declarations of Interest & Changes to be Notified to the Register of Interests

Cllr. Harnden declared a personal interest in agenda item 8 since she was an allotment holder.  
101/11 Reports from other representatives
To receive reports from County and District Councillors and Malvern Hills Conservators: 
District Cllr. John Raine reported on a meeting with County Cllr. Beverley Nielson and Gerry Brienza from WCC Highways where it was suggested that yellow lines be placed on a section of Croft Bank opposite the Elim College.  He also mentioned that MHDC were to lose two chief officers in the near future.

Mr Chris Rouse (Malvern Hills Conservators) reported that cattle had been removed from the hills for TB testing, and reminded the council that the election for representatives onto the Conservators was tacking place next month. 
102/11 Minutes
To consider for adoption the minutes of the last Parish Council meeting:  The minutes of the meeting held on 11th July were unanimously approved and signed by the Chairman.
103/11 Progress Reports and other matters arising from the minutes

Gas Lamps: The Clerk reported on a meeting he had attended with representatives of Malvern Town Council and Malvern Wells Parish Council with Brian Harper who was undertaking the refurbishment of the lamps.  There had been delays with the project but the Clerk had been assured that the work would be completed by the end of October.  A further progress meeting had been arranged for 4th October.       
104/11 Village Hall
It was agreed that the Clerk would write to the Rev Nichol to ask for help to expedite the transfer of the freehold from the diocese. 
105/11 Playing Fields
i. Report from Pavilion Group: No report was given.  
ii. To consider quotations for a replacement seesaw: The quotation from Redlynch Leisure for £2303 was approved.  Funding was to be sought through section 106 from MHDC.
iii. To consider whether to proceed with levelling the top field: The quotation from Lawn View for £2100 was approved and the work was to start as soon as possible.

The Clerk reported that he had replaced the shackle which had broken off the basket swing. 

106/11 Allotments & Community Woodland

A substantial leak had occurred in the allotment water supply and it had been necessary to employ a local plumber to find and fix it.  Complaints had been made by local residents over a spate of bonfires on the allotments.  The Clerk was to liase with the tree wardens over the planting of the tree in recognition of their long service.
107/11 Highways and Footpaths

To consider County Cllr. Nielson’s report regarding traffic issues: It was not considered appropriate to place yellow lines at the top of the Lower Dingle or Brockhill Road.  Instead it was suggested to place a section outside 240 West Malvern Road, to create a passing bay.  It was also to be recommended to WCC Highways that the parking problems by St James Crescent could be alleviated by utilising the grassed area behind the hedge.
