Mr D Sharp (Clerk) and fourteen members of the public.
Before the meeting Mr Nigel Potter from Community First briefed the Parish Council on the provision of ‘affordable housing’ in the district and suggested that a housing needs survey could be undertaken to assess the need in the village.  Concerns were raised by members and the pubic and councillors whether current Welland residents would have preference to the allocation of housing.  In reply Mr Potter stressed that the bidding process would be weighted towards local residents although there was no guarantee that some would not be allocated to persons from elsewhere.  The results of the survey would influence the type of housing provided e.g. family or single accommodation units.
The Chairman thanked Mr Potter for his presentation and the council was to decide the matter later at agenda item 7.
Following a comment from a member of the public, the Clerk was to ascertain from the Safer Roads Partnership why Garret Bank was not approved as a site for a speed camera van.

Concerns were raised over the effectiveness of the local sewage treatment works if any new development in Welland was to take place.  At present problems occur with the outflow of sewage during times of flood.  The Clerk was to write to Severn Trent to request a ten year plan of any proposed upgrade or improvement.
The Malvern Hills conservation officer, Chris Lewis Farley, was to be consulted over concerns raised regarding trees on the Bishops Wood estate.

Finally a discussion took place with residents over the South Worcestershire Development Plan and the Preferred Options roadshow which was to visit Welland on 14th October.
