Matters Arising.

Item 114 on Clerk’s Report. Enforcement Officer Paul Clements has acknowledged our report on 15.9.2011 of 2 caravans on site at Hill Top since the beginning of September. He has been on site and the District Council has given this enquiry a Level 3 priority. We can expect a response asap.
Item 117 on Clerk’s Report.  The Clerk asked for an update of the Hill Top/Teme Spinney situation. Mr Kirk has until 18th November 2011 to comply with the order to remove the structure. The clerk will continue to monitor.

Results from the exit pole conducted at the affordable housing 

presentation on the 5th October were discussed. Councillor 


Winkworth presented a spreadsheet of parishioners’ responses.



The main themes were 74% support in favour of the idea of 


building some houses in Broadwas but 60% of respondents 


thought the proposed location was not suitable and too many 

houses were 
proposed for the size of the site.  Additionally 54% 

thought the design of the houses was not appropriate for the 


village and 43% raised concerns about potential road safety 


issues in connection with the additional entrance on to the A44. 

Councillors agreed regarding the design and number of houses 

for the site. It was proposed and agreed that these results and 

Council’s views be conveyed to the Housing Association by
