To Review Public Rights of Way in the ‘Care of Each Member’

Assistant Parish Path wardens reports were submitted as follows:- 


John Lambeth reported that the bridleway marker on footpath 507 had now been installed and he would arrange to replace it and renew some of the other way markers on those paths which he was looking after. 

Marilyn Millen reported that three wooden supports to steps at the south end of path 510 had rotted and fallen off. The slope could become very slippery in wet weather. Also the stile was missing from that end of the path with only a stepping plank remaining. The Clerk advised that he would ask the lengthsman to visit the location to see if any repairs could be undertaken.


Peter Clement advised that the spread of crop growth on footpath 554 needed to be addressed and the Clerk was asked to contact the landowners to remind them of their responsibility to keep the footpath clear.
