MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF MEETING ON 13TH SEPTEMBER 2011

I.
Proposed Incinerator, Hartlebury Trading Estate 10/00032/CM – update including consideration of financial contribution to WAIL

The Clerk advised that the Parish Council could, under Section 137, make a contribution up to a maximum of £6.44 per electorate.  Up to date cash flow forecasts indicate that Parish funds could be stretched to a donation of £500.  AB asked if a donation would preclude the Parish Council from funding the village green improvements.  Reassurance was given that this would not be the case.

NC is still troubled about the Parish Council donating and supporting a pressure group.  

The precept was increased in 2010/11 because the Parish Council was suffering cash flow difficulties, it could be criticised for donating to WAIL.  

All agreed that apathy amongst parish residents is a problem.  MB advised, the Parish Council represents the parishoners and is justified to consider giving support to WAIL despite the lack of evident support.

JB proposed a £500 donation to WAIL, AB seconded, with a total of 3 in favour the donation was agreed. 

II. Village Green improvements

MB is able to grant up to £1,000 from the 'Councillor's Divisional Fund' which is available up to 31st March 2012.  JB explained that parking is a daily problem.  Maintenance costs are not expected to increase.

A resident has asked if the bench can be moved to the Memorial Hall to prevent it becoming further damaged from the tree residue.  

III. Playground  running costs – approach to Elmbridge Parish Council


There was no overwhelming evidence from Parish records regarding usage of the playground.  The petition to improve the playground was principally organised and signed by Elmbridge residents (particularly those from Oaktree Drive and members of the Elmbridge Toddler Group).  AB was asked to draft a letter requesting support.

Playing Fields/New Road hedge

Recycling

MB: Belgium are now recycling 73%.  The Black Country is up to 50%, the 5 incinerators serving that area are likely to suffer insufficient supply.  Worcestershire is recycling approximately 40% and hoping to exceed the government target of 50% by 2050.
