County Cllr. Mr T Wells, Mr D Sharp (Clerk), Ann Nicholls (WCC Detatched Team manager), Val Fare (Editor Village Voice)  and fourteen members of the public.
Before the meeting Ann Nicholls gave a short presentation on the proposed initiative that WCC were to take together with the YMCA around the Bishops Wood play areas.  They would use a converted ambulance which acted like a mobile youth club and encourage both children and parents to give their views on how they wished the areas to be utilised.

Val fare expressed a wish to produce an annual round up of the parishes of Hanley and Welland.  She was approaching six organisations asking for £200 each in the hope that future publications would be self financing through advertising.  

A discussion took place regarding the proposed development at Lawn Farm and Cllr. Wells offered advice as to which District Councillors might be able to represent the Parish Council if and when any application was submitted.  The Housing Needs Survey, considered last month, and the SWDP were also discussed.
Finally a residents expressed a wish to investigate the possibility of creating allotments under the ‘Village SOS’ scheme.

Pavilion: All faults had now been completed and Clark Associates were to make a final inspection.
Welland Sewage Treatment Works: The Clerk had received a response to his request for information.  The plant was designed to cater for a population of 3000 and at present the number was approximately 1100.  There had been cases, during periods of flood, when manhole covers had become dislodged and effluent had escaped onto local fields.  There had been no case of this for 18 months and Severn Trent regularly undertook a programme of cleansing to reduce the possibility of blockages.

Garrett Bank Speeds: the Clerk reported that he was still awaiting a response from the Safer Road Partnership regarding their choice of sites for the mobile speed camera van.  However in the mean time PC Naulls will ensure that Garrett Bank is covered when he has the hand held equipment at his disposal.
Bus Shelter: Cllr. Upright confirmed that the Marlbank shelter had been painted.
