Public Forum

The Committee was addressed by representatives of the Aldington Residents Association in relation to item 4a.  The ARA has entered its own objections but was seeking the support of the Parish Council.  Amongst reasons for objections were that the existing site has temporary, personal permission only; that the appearance of the site will increase the impact on the surrounding area referred to in the 2003 appeal decision and will be more intrusive than the existing site, being closer to the road; that the increased traffic would cause problems with access; problems with drainage; and the high ratio of traveller sites to fixed housing in Aldington.
The Committee was also addressed by the applicants in relation to item 4a, who assured the Committee of their willingness to undertake any necessary screening work and also referred to the particular needs which made it important that they should be allowed to settle on the site.
