113/11 Apologies

To consider acceptance of apologies for absence from Councillors: County Cllr. Beverley Nielson and District Cllr. Ms. Luna Deller. 
114/11 Declarations of Interest & Changes to be Notified to the Register of Interests

Cllrs. Aldridge and Harnden declared personal interests in agenda item 8 since they were both allotment holders.

Co-option

To consider applicants for co-option to the Parish Council: Mrs Michelle Brown, the only applicant, was duly co-opted onto the parish council and completed her ‘acceptance of office’.
116/11 Reports from other representatives
To receive reports from County and District Councillors and Malvern Hills Conservators: 
District Cllr. John Raine reported on a recent meeting of the Overview and Scrutiny Committee which urged WCC to keep the Outdoor Education Centre open.  The matter was to be further discussed by WCC later this month.  Later this week MHDC were to discuss the Community Hospital.
Mr Chris Rouse (Malvern Hills Conservators) reported that some fencing was to be replaced around quarries and scrub was being cut back.
117/11 Minutes
To consider for adoption the minutes of the last Parish Council meeting:  The minutes of the meeting held on 12th September were unanimously approved and signed by the Chairman.
118/11 Progress Reports and other matters arising from the minutes

i. Gas Lamps: The Clerk reported on a further meeting he had attended with representatives of Malvern Town Council and Malvern Wells Parish Council with Brian Harper on 4th October and had been issued with a new time schedule. The delay in refitting the lamps was of concern since it was important for work to be completed by 31st December to apply for MHDC grants.  A further progress meeting had been arranged for 17th November.   
ii. Diamond Jubilee: The Chairman was to investigate the cost of engraving glasses rather than mugs.  The number of children in the village was to be investigated and an advertisement was to be put in the Hills Echo asking for artwork. 
119/11 Village Hall
The Rev Nichol had not been successful in getting any response from the diocese.  Cllr. Roberts was to contact Mr Sprake, the diocese solicitor, directly.
120/11 Playing Fields
i. Cllr. Burford was to arrange for the water supply to the old pavilion to be capped.

ii. The top field had now been levelled and seeded.

iii. The Clerk had applied to both MHDC and WestFest for funding for a new see-saw.

iv. The Chaiman, Cllr. Aldridge and Clerk had attempted to meet with Mr Reynolds to discuss the possibility of Malvern Rangers Football Club using the playing fields, but he had not attended the meeting and had not made contact since. 

121/11 Allotments & Community Woodland

i. The Chairman and Clerk were to improve the allotment boundary fence by putting new posts in the appropriate positions – when the weather was suitable.
ii. Trimming the hedge bordering the bungalows had been postponed.  Cllr. Aldridge was to seek residents’ views.

iii. An incidence of theft from the allotments had been reported and was of concern.

iv. An allotment inspection was to be made soon.

122/11 Highways and Footpaths

i. The Clerk reported that WCC considered the Primary School to be a long way down the list of schools that would be considered for a 20mph speed limit.

ii. The Clerk confirmed that a request to improve the footway on the West Malvern Road between the junctions of Brockhill Road and Harcourt Road had been submitted several months ago.

iii. Concerns were again raised over inconsiderate parking by The Dingle and also near the village hall.
