Because of the difficulty in specifying the criteria to be adopted to decide which roads could be cleared and concerns about the insurance position it was agreed not to authorise the clearance of roads through Badsey and Aldington which are not cleared by Worcestershire County Council but to review this policy on a month by month basis PROVIDED that if food deliveries cannot get to the Spar solely because of the state of the High Street then the Clerk with the approval of not less than 2 councillors may make arrangements for the High Street to be cleared
