Public Forum

3 members of the Public addressed the meeting in favour of the possibility of imposing a 20MPH speed limit and/or one-way system in the centre of Badsey, around the Church.  Particular mention was made of safety concerns in relation to children going to and from the School, of the dangers of working on the side of the road where there is no footpath and of the effect of increased traffic as a result of completed and planned new developments.  The possibility of additional double yellow lines was also raised as were concerns about the number of people seen driving through the centre of Badsey while using mobile phones – Cllr Grinnall to raise at the next PACT meeting.

Item 4 (progress report, B4035 resurfacing): The road through Badsey from the 30mph sign to the east to the Blackminster junction will be resurfaced w/c 24th October.  The question of dropped kerbs on St James Close is being investigated currently
Item 20b (barrier by path on BFL): Roy Fullee  has now confirmed that a barrier on the pavement is not possible because of regulations as to width of path.  The reinstating of the gate will be considered in November.

Other

Remembrance Hall: The Hall Committee has been invited to attend the December meeting to present a report on the current situation with the Hall and accounts.  Rooftop Housing have agreed to help with refurbishment, due to take place in late November
Data Protection: following advice from the Information Commissioner the Council has registered for Data Protection at a cost of £35.

Bus Stop graffiti: Graffiti has had to be removed from the two stops by Horsebridge Avenue and the one on Chapel Street.  This has been reported to the police.  Please keep an eye on these if you pass them and let me know if there is any recurrence.
Energy event: There will be an energy event on 31st October 2011 open to any residents interested in starting a fuel purchase group at the Civic Centre, Pershore from 6pm-8pm
Evesham Volunteers: a request for non-financial support has been received.  The Council authorised the Clerk to write outlining the position taken by the Council in the past.

	District and County Councillors Forum (if any)
County Councillor Bean made the following points:

· Any request for additional yellow lines would have to start with the Parish Council

· He has previously raised the question of drivers using mobile phones and reported that the Police response was to say that it was very difficult for officers who were themselves driving to spot this use 
· B4035 resurfacing: he will continue to press for resurfacing works to take place on the western section, including the double bend by the Blackminster junction

· There are still funds available in the Divisional Fund for his constituency: any requests should be forwarded to him.  MC raised the question of whether this might be used to fund the Parish Plan consultation process but Councillor Bean felt that was a matter for the Parish Council.  Councillor Bean said that funding for individual pieces of play equipment would be more likely to succeed.

MT raised a question as to the necessity for the large number of streetlights on the B4035.  Councillor Bean will make enquiries

Proposal:
Demolition of 27 Brewers Lane and development of 39 dwellings

Update
A formal application has now been received by WDC to discharge the condition in relation to a Bat Mitigation Strategy.  The developers have also asked for a discharge in relation to various highway’s matters and drainage.  However, it does not appear that the plan for discharge of water run-off into the culvert behind Old Post Office Lane has been finalised.

	South Worcestershire Development Plan

a. 4 Councillors and the Clerk had attended the drop-in on 17th October and discussed the proposals
b. MC produced a note of the Working Party’s suggestions for comments on SWDP.  There followed a discussion about the proposed inclusion of the site at Banks Road.  It was suggested that the recent presentation on behalf of one of the owners to the Council had given rise to a perception that the Council was supporting those proposals.  The Clerk explained the importance of the Council listening to any such proposal but confirmed that the Council had not made any decision and would not do so unless and until there was a formal planning application.
MC took the Council through the Working Party’s proposed points of response.  It was agreed that the Parish Council would respond in the terms proposed, the response to be filed by the Clerk no later than 18th November.

	Worcestershire Parish Conference
MC had attended the Parish Conference and reported that the Worcestershire Agreement (between County, District and Parish Councils) had been formally signed and would now be sent out to Parish Councils for their individual decisions.

	Worcestershire Waste Core Strategy
It was agreed that the Council should respond to the latest draft in similar terms as previously, i.e. that too technical for any meaningful comment

	Communications 
Consideration of a system for keeping residents informed by email was deferred to November, pending receipt of advice from the Department of Communities and Local Government.  The possibility of the Council having its own website to be added to November agenda

	Street lighting 
The Clerk was authorised to arrange the testing of the street/footway lights by Prysmian at a cost of £12.00 per pole + VAT

	13. 
	Recreation Ground
The Clerk reported that 4 quotes had been received.  It was resolved to accept the quote from R.B.James in the sum of £425.00 + VAT.

	14. 
	Roads/Traffic
MT proposed that Worcestershire Highways  Dept be asked to investigate the possibility of imposing a one-way system and/or the imposition of lower speed limits round Brewers Lane/Chapel St/School Lane/High Street.  It was resolved that PG should raise the matter at the next PACT meeting and that the Clerk should request information from Brian Sharpe and ask him to attend a Council meeting to explain what would be involved.

	St James’ Church Clock
The Clerk confirmed that the Council has power to provide funds for the maintenance/provision of a public clock, whether or not in the Council’s ownership.
