


Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on
Wednesday 1st July 2011,

8.1 Village Shop

Insulation

Two inspections have been done in the shop and flat.  The only quotation received is as follows :

· To Cavity fill the wall in the shop -  £330.00 incl VAT, the PC would be responsible for this whole amount.  
To cavity fill the wall in the flat - £264.50 

To insulate the loft - £661.50

The tenants of the flat are able to apply for a grant of £453.29, leaving a balance of £472.70
Therefore leaving a total of £802.70 to be paid by the PC.  It was agreed that another quotation should be sought first.

Brickwork – quotations received from two independent builders, it was unanimously agreed to go ahead with May & Hubbard’s quotation at £3200.00.  Cllr Mills to project manage this work.  It needs to be stipulated that work to the front of the building, ie, shop front must be carried out outside of shop opening times.

Report on progress of Post Office – Cllr Hodgkins and Cllr Cheetham reported to the PC the latest news on the Post Office.  It was agreed they would carry on pushing to get what was promised from Post Office Ltd in the beginning.  

There have been some parking problems outside the shop with vehicles obstructing the lay-by day and night.  Cllr Cheetham to have a friendly word with the shop neighbours.  CC Tucker will look into who the owner of the land is.

The Clerk has advised BAT News Group of the following which was supplied by Morgan Sindall

 The Lea will be under 2 way traffic lights for another week then we have a road closure starting on the 4th July – 15th July.

Main Street in Bishampton will be closed in 2 sections from Moat Lane to Broad street as one part of the closure, then from Broad street to Church end lane the other, the date for the Bishampton work is 18th July for 10 weeks. There will be a diversion route in place when we carry out the works in Bishampton and although we will maintain access to frontages there will not be access for through traffic. 

Flyford Flavel we are working on the Bishampton road section under a road closure and will be on this section until August 5th.

They are planted away from adjoining boundaries to prevent overhang in the future

Such trees are planted to encourage wild life consistent with the use of the land as a Nature Conservation Area

 The trees are not planted for the purpose of a community orchard where the fruit will be picked
