a) Village Shop

g) Nature Reserve 

Major clearing has been undertaken in the Nature Reserve.  Two courses of action can now be taken.

· Write to Pershore Horticultural College, offering them the orchard as a student project. Action Clerk
· Chop down the old plum trees and have them removed completely at a cost to the PC

        WCC will be willing to look favourably on a number of improvements to the Parish.
· There are 2 old stiles down Badgers Walk needing repair or replacement.  WCC are willing to provide both
· WCC will provide road “plane-(ings)” to raise the height of three wet lengths of Badgers Walk if the landowner is content.
· WCC is wiling in principle to provide a number of gates and kissing gates to replace “authorised limitations” (i.e. stiles) shown on the official map.
· The Larches Farm – The soil bun is now grassed over.  There is no gate or barrier that prevents crossing the bund although its development does mean that it is more difficult to follow the line of the footpath northwards than southward.  Further signage would help the position.
