d) Road Works

Severn Trent works have been delayed for so long that the re-surfacing work of Bishampton Main Street has had to be put off until February half term. If you remember, Highways agreed to resurface the road once the water main renewal work was complete. The footways are to be done at the same time. 
Highways have instructed Severn Trent today to improve safety on the stretch of Main Street from the cross roads towards Bishampton. The road drainage system will be checked to make sure it has not been damaged during the works.  CC Tucker agreed to speak to Highways regarding the footpaths.
The PC were impressed with the manner in which contractors went about the work and wish there appreciation to be known.

PUBLIC OPEN TIME NOTES

Mr Gordon Kingston (Foot Paths Warden) attended the meeting to present two matters

First the proposals for replacement of most stiles around Bishampton village on the line of the “M25” (closest ROW route around Main Street)

Secondly, the launch by Worcester County Council of its updated GIS map providing a “maintenance prioritisation category” to every ROW in the county.

Landowners and residential property owners with stiles on the line of the “M25” have now been approached and most are agreeable to gates being installed.  A submission to WCC for replacement gates should be possible before the end of the month.

There are 98 ROW in Bishampton of which 86 are Footpaths and 12 Bridleways.  The County has placed 60 ROW in the same categories as the parish submission, 33 footpaths are in “C” rather than “B” as they are at the edge of the parish and contiguous paths with neighbouring parishes need to be similarly categorised.  In only 5 cases does the PPW need to follow up.
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
