	Progress Report on matters arising
Matters arising from 16th November

Item 4 (progress report):  there appears to have been no further graffiti on the bus shelters

Item 8 (resignations): notices re applications put on main noticeboard, Blackminster and Aldington noticeboards and filed on ‘My Parish’ (together with application forms)

Item 10 (SWDP): agreed final version filed on 16th November and acknowledged on 18th
Item 11 (one-way system/speed limit): Arranged for RF to meet with IB and MT on Friday 25th at 2pm.  See item 11 of minutes for 21st December.

Item 12 (Snow Plan): have chased grit/salt.  Point also discussed at WCALC Clerks’ gathering in context of insurance

Item 13 (OPOL parking restrictions): E-mailed RF and CllrBean on 22nd November, acknowledged by Cllr Bean.  As a result of response from RF will be forwarding a formal request to Cllr Bean for his consideration.

Item 16c (Precept): precept form sent to WDC on 15th December (having chased form)

Item 18 (Lengthsman): MP has checked vegetation on S-bends but will check again

Item 19 (Grass cutting contract): sent to 5 possible contractors and notices placed on main Noticeboard and in Community News inviting requests for tender documents.  Meeting with at least one possible contractor to take place on Rec on 16th January (IB to attend with Clerk)
Item 20 (Gates to Recreation Ground):  Have spoken to Lynn Stevens and am in process of obtaining further information based on her recommendation.  RF has confirmed that it is not possible to have the barrier erected (at GH request Clerk to ask for reference to appropriate regulations).
Matters arising from earlier meetings

19th October, Item 12 (Street Lighting): quote accepted, awaiting test results (chased)



	5. 
	Police Matters (including report from Councillor Grinnall on PACT meeting)
PC Greenhouse reported that the Village was quite quiet, with no burglaries and very little anti-social behaviour, although in common with large parts of the country there had been reports of metal thefts.

There would be changes to local policing as a result of changes in resourcing and force numbers, with priority being given to crime investigation rather than crime prevention/community policing.

PG produced the written agenda for the recent PACT meeting and it was noted that 
the school would be asked to send a letter home with each child in relation to mobile phone use when driving, following this being flagged up at a recent Parish Council meeting as a road safety issue;
it was no longer considered appropriate for members of the public to be trained in the use of mobile speed checking equipment;
there were doubts concerning the imposition of a one-way system in the centre of Badsey as this is likely to raise the average speed unless traffic calming measures are also introduced and there were also concerns that there would be problems enforcing a 20mph speed limit.
MT raised issues on the notes on the PACT agenda and as to evidence of speeding in the village: to be discussed by MT with PC Greenhouse 
At PM’s request the Clerk to research the provision for the police on Council Tax bills and produce a note as to changes over the last few years and at IB’s request PG to raise the issue of the reduction in police cover at PACT

	District and County Councillors Forum (if any)

In the absence of the District and County Councillor no forum was held.  It was noted that the District Councillor had not attended since May 2011

	7. 
	Planning

The minutes for the planning committee meeting of 16th November 2011 were noted.

	8. 
	Badsey & Aldington Remembrance Hall

The Chairman and Treasurer of the Badsey & Aldington Remembrance Hall Committee gave a short report on the current position concerning the Remembrance Hall and answered questions from Councillors. 

The Parish Council recognised the recent improvements as a result of work done by Roof Top and a number of hard-working volunteers.
It was noted that the main issue concerning the Hall is the roof,  which it is estimated will cost £35-40,000 to replace.  A coat of anti-climb paint will be being applied to down-pipes etc. after Christmas to help prevent damage to the roof by people climbing on to it. 

It was also noted that the Hall is intended as a resource for both Badsey  and Aldington.
The Council were advised that the Hall committee would support the provision of a play space in the Horsebridge area.

	Neighbourhood Planning Regulations

The Clerk having produced a briefing note and a draft response for consideration it was unanimously agreed that the response should be filed on behalf of the Council and copies of the note and response made available through the My Parish website.

	10. 
	WCALC

PM gave an oral report on the area meeting on 7th December 2011.
There were two main areas which had been discussed:

(i) the problems faced by people in the Wychavon and Malvern Hills districts in obtaining mortgages, it being reported that people in Wychavon on average salaries had to obtain a mortgage of 7 x salary to purchase a home at the average price and that rose to 14 x salary for Malvern Hills;
(ii) the New Homes Bonus: Wychavon District Council will receive government money for new homes built in the District and Parish Councils will be able to apply for a proportion of the money paid in respect of new homes in the Parish for community purposes (January 2012 agenda item)

	11. 
	Highways

The Council received an oral report from Cllrs Tyszkow and Browning on the proposal for a one-way system and/or speed restrictions: it appears that there is currently insufficient evidence of speeding and that there would be other objections to such a system or restriction.  In the circumstances it was proposed and accepted by 6 votes to 1 with 1 abstention that the matter should be reconsidered in 12 months time (agenda item for December 2012)

	12. 
	Footpaths

The Council considered the request from Worcestershire County Council for comments on the retention of the two wooden kissing gates on footpath 506 and agreed that the Council had no objections to the removal of the gates but that the state of the surface of the footpath needed to be reviewed

	13. 
	Street Lighting

The Council agreed unanimously that it would not agree to adopt a footway lighting scheme on the Brewers Lane Development 

	14. 
	Sainsbury’s Sports Relief Mile

The Council agreed unanimously not to host a Sports Relief Mile in support of Comic Relief but asked the Clerk to investigate putting information on the Noticeboard

	15. 
	Wychavon Bursary

It was agreed unanimously to nominate the Remembrance Hall Committee as recipients of the Wychavon Bursary 

	16. 
	Finance and Administration

a. The Council considered  the requests for support from the following bodies and resolved to make the grants noted in recognition of work done in relation to the residents of the Parish
i. Evesham Volunteer Centre: by a majority of 7 -1, £150
ii. Wychavon Citizens Advice Bureau: unanimously, £500 (to be paid in 2012-13
b. The Council authorised the Clerk to purchase of a laptop, digital projector and screen for the use of the Parish Council with a maximum budget of £1500 and a preferred spend of £1000
c. MC proposed and PG seconded with a vote in favour to approve the list of cheques to be drawn this month and the statement of the balance of accounts as follows:
