i) Playing field

· As the PC are unable to pay the vat on behalf of the playground committee the committee will have a shortfall of £3500.00.  Councillors have offered to look into assisting with applying for a grant.

· Mr Andy Pitt from Wychavon has agreed to contact the play ground committee to discuss planning permission 

· The PC have agreed to make a donation of £1000.00 towards the playground equipment, only if there is a shortfall from further fundraising. 
· Businesses and organisations using the village green would need to produce a copy of their insurance to the Village Hall Committee with a copy going to the clerk.
· A scale of charges for commercial use of the field would be charged which would go towards mowing costs.  The following was agreed :-
· £25.00 per day or £15 half a day

· £200.00 per season for the football team or £300 for exclusive use

· At the last Village Hall Meeting the committee asked if the PC would fund the installation to light the path from the car park to the Village Hall.  Two councillors would attend the next Village Hall Committee meeting and give their suggestions.

· The PC require a key to the gate of the car park in order to gain access when mowing.  It is believed keys have been issued in the past to mowing contractors for this very reason.
