Cost to provide extra dog waste bins on the Playing Field start from £90.24 up to £251.64.  See attached quotation. Deferred

Costs to replace the swing seats and chains:

Supply 1 No. Cradle Seat Assembly with chains & shackles (88008301) @ £373

Supply 1 No. Flat Seat Assembly with chains & shackles (88008101) @ £264 Carriage @ 10% of the equipment cost

If we replace the frame as well, there is an offer running to 1st December 2011.

Supply 1 No. 2.4m high Delta Swing with 1 flat seat & 1 cradle seat @ £1345 (normal price £1715)

Minimum installation cost which would apply to any of these options @£600.

The total cost if we install ourselves (easy) £700.70 taking this route should mean 10-12 years worth of wear (the original kit was installed in 1999).

Public notes

Members of the public raised the following concerns

1. Concern over SWDP for 10 homes to be built in Blacksmiths Lane, 4 of them are Social housing.

2. Mr. Derek Wilkinson took the floor to give a presentation on Springfields Farms and answer any questions from the floor.

· Transportation services in the area, DW explained how busses would run to accommodate workers 3-4 nights a week.

· DW explained the exact site caravans would be sited 

· Age group of workers are between 19 – 35

· There would be a Warden on site as well as CCTV.  Outsiders are not allowed on site

· Washing is done with a biological disinfectant

· Mention was made of the flooding and SF was asked if they had done their research as the Simms  and Wood site was blamed for the flooding. Mention was made of the traveler site on temporary permission due to flooding. Last flood risk assessment made mention to the sewerage

· Concern over  the increase on Seven Waste Tankers up and down Bridge Street 

· Mentioned was made of the incident 3 weeks ago. DW confirmed a full investigation was being     made.

· Fire risk has not been addressed in planning application. 
· DW confirmed the following

· weekly fire drills
·  27 trained fire wardens are on site
· fire brigade have done a site visit
· electrics is checked every 3 years. 
· In terms of hostel they have extinguishers between every 2 1/2 cabins

· Workers not allowed to smoke
· hard wired battery smoke detectors
