Tom Wells had also requested it be attended to.  The Clerk was to investigate and also ask the lengthman to cut grips to aid drainage at critical points.

Barriers and signs erected by Severn Trent around current workings were causing a hazard to pedestrians.  The Clerk was to ask if they could be illuminated.
Further discussions took place regarding the SWDP and the Chairman confirmed that the parish council had no more information regarding the proposed development at Lawn Farm than was available to the general public.
