DCllr Dean Clarke advised that:

the possible noise abatement notice at the Raceway had been delayed by MHDC;



a new mother & toddler group had formed at Grimley School;



signs for the snack bar had been removed from the highway verge as they were blocking vision.

Application for certificate of lawful use of land for the siting of one caravan adjoining the Raceway   
Grimley Raceway

Members noted the application with evidence of 10 years siting on the Raceway and raised no objections to the continued race day use during the hours of daylight providing that there was no overnight residential use at any time.

Following discussions, members sought clarification as to whether the high fencing on site required planning permission.

11/01317/FUL
Provision of fishing lodges



Land at (Os 8262 6085)  Grimley

Members raised strong objections to this application in open countryside on an area raised and contoured under planning conditions of a previous planning approval following use as landfill.  Nine lodges on this site would inevitably provide light and noise pollution to the local and higher overlooking areas.

The application provided no business case for the site or copy of any report on soil contamination from the Environmental Agency.

Members sought assurance from the LPA that the site could not become residential with twelve months occupancy of the lodges.

Thorngrove, Sinton Green   Refused 18th November 11

Members noted the details of the Appeal, the withdrawal of objections by Natural England but unanimously agreed to re-iterate their previous objections.

e)  Possible Enforcement Actions:  MHDC Enforcement officer had advised that the brick building clearly visible in Ockeridge Lane was for agricultural use only and did not require planning permission.

Whistlewood, Sinton Green, Hallow

Members noted the circumstances of this build as outlined by the applicants during the earlier closure of the meeting.  Although sympathetic to their plight, members re-iterated their objections to this and other similar applications in open countryside, many of which were the subject of retrospective planning applications but it seemed not subject to building inspection, as confirmed by the applicant.


Following careful consideration of the officer’s recommendation for planning approval, members agreed not to pursue this application through the LPA Committee process.

g)  Draft Local List Supplementary Planning Document – Consultation:  Members noted the previously circulated details and agreed to review the detail further at a future meeting.  

h)  Report on the MHDC Listed Building Training Session:  


Cllr Mel Weston advised that the majority of the session had been spent on Tree Preservation Orders and there had been little relevant discussion on the planning aspects of Listed Buildings.

Highways & Footpaths



a)  Worlds End:  WCC Highways had confirmed that they would shortly repair the various drains and gulleys within the area.


b)  Temporary Traffic Regulation Notices:  Members noted the proposals from WCC to send such Notices by e-mail rather than as at present by hard copy.  Whilst noting that yet again costs were being passed down to the parish councils, members agreed that it was important to place copies of such notices on local boards.


c)  Temporary Speed Limit A443:  WCC Highways had advised of a temporary 10mph speed limit on the A443 between Moseley Road, Hallow and School Lane, Holt Heath to facilitate essential carriageway patching works.

Sinton Green


a)  Bulrushes in the Pond:  Members noted that there was a problem with the disposal of the bulrushes as ‘contaminated material’.


b)  Pond Signage:  This matter was left at present pending further advice.
24/12
Monkwood Green

a)  Cattle:  Members noted that the cattle had been TB tested but as the certificate had been completed incorrectly the sale of the cattle had been delayed. 


b)  General Maintenance:  Following discussions, it was agreed that the area formerly grazed by the cattle and that near to the wood should be cleared as appropriate for a SSSI.


c)  Old Well:  Cllr A Davies had advised that he had no further funding available at this time but a grant may be possible in 2012/13.


d)  Ponds:  Members noted from a conversation earlier in the meeting that the ponds on Monkwood Green were drying up.  The clerk to seek advice & help on possible refill from Natural England and Worcester Wildlife.

To Consider a Change in Procedural Matters with regard to Notifying Parishioners in advance of items of ‘interest’ on the agenda  


Concerns were first raised by parishioners in connection with planning applications but could equally well apply to all other items on the agenda.  Members noted that a copy of the agenda was already displayed on each of the three parish noticeboards and a copy posted on the WCC ‘My Parish’ website.  It was noted MHDC were responsible for notifying neighbours of planning applications.


Following general discussions on what or how ‘a material interest’ should be defined and to whom it was applicable, members agreed that as they currently exceeded the legal requirements, no procedural changes would be made.  



A member highlighted that the list of current members on one board was out-of-date and needed replacing as soon as possible.

b)  Ball Mill Liaison Committee:  Cllr Mel Weston advised that Tarmac wished to extract sand & gravel from Church Farm South prior to completing the restoration on other areas as required by the planning approval.  She had subsequently spoken to some parishioners who had expressed concerns as the company had been fairly slow with restoration projects in the past.


The Company had agreed to submit a new planning application to vary the current conditions of planning approval.



Members agreed not to comment until they had had sight of the application.


A new kissing gate had been installed in Camp Lane, further footpath signage was anticipated but concerns remained over the drainage around the lake and nearby footpaths.


c)  Grimley Smaller Charities:  The exchange of land was progressing through relevant solicitors, the sheds were to be cleared of asbestos and removed from site.
