Minutes: Subject to an amendment to AOB, to include Mrs Swinburn’s report on the estimated I.T. costs for the village hub it was proposed by Mr Simmonds, seconded by Mr Steel and agreed that the minutes of the meeting held on the 5th December 2011, having been circulated, be approved and signed by the Chairman.
County Councillors Report: Cllr Davies reported that: 
1.  The government grant for the Worcester Transport Study was £15 million was approved, most of which would be spent on the Ketch, Norton and Whittington roundabouts on Worcester Southern Link, programme information to follow.

2. Peachley Lane would be closed for electricity cable work from 23rd January for 5 days. The section east of Church Lane would be affected. 

District Councillor’s Report: The district councillors’ report had been circulated prior to the meeting. Chris Bocock had been pleased to have the opportunity to meet the chair and vice chair of the parish council earlier to hear about local issues. 
Matters arising from the minutes of the meetings held on the 5th December 2011:
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: 
The Chairman reported the sad news that Basil Drinkwater the former Parish Footpath Warden had passed away. Basil’s hard work and enthusiasm in maintaining the public rights of way in the village had been greatly appreciated.
Highways: Pothole repair work had been undertaken in Martley Road. Several of the drain covers in the new surfacing in Bell Lane had dropped and were now dangerous, the clerk to advise highways. The drain at the Bell Lane end of Sling Lane and grips onto the common would be cleared by the lengthsman.
Allotments:  Mr Steel reported that a length of fence was in need of replacement. He would endeavour to obtain the posts and volunteers would re-erect the fence. 
Anti Social Behaviour:  It was reported that the youth club was well supported. The new metal litter bins would be erected shortly.  
Village Hall: Mr Wedd reported that roof tenders appeared to be about £3,500 below estimate although the final figure would depend on whether any problems were discovered during the work. Stage payments would be required from the Parish Council of about £3,000 in May and £600 in June.
SWDP update: No report
Cllr Alwyn Davies Divisional fund: It was agreed that a desktop computer with a large screen was preferred for the village hub. The purchase would be considered at the February meeting.
Suspension of Standing Orders: Mr Forrest submitted a questionnaire concerning travel needs which would be included in the village newsletter. Mr Morris advised that several potholes had not been filled in Martley Road and several gulleys in the village were blocked – the clerk to advise highways and the lengthsman.
