In the chairman’s absence it was agreed that the vice chairman should chair the meeting.
Apologies: Cllr. R. Bass, Cllr. P Swinburn, Mrs. B. Beard and Mr. A. Parry   
Declaration of Interests: None
Minutes: It was proposed Mr Steel, seconded Mr Wedd and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the 11th June 2012 having been circulated were approved and signed by the Chairman, subject to a minor amendment. 
County Councillor’s Report: Cllr Davies reported that: Two directors were leaving and a third would assume additional responsibilities. Hallow Lane would be closed for repairs commencing 30th July for about 3 days. It was agreed that Mr Barber would attend the public transport meeting to be held on 3rd July on behalf of the Parish Council. The £14.5 million transport grant would largely be spent on Worcester Southern Link improvements. Malvern Link and Foregate Street Station would receive a £0.5million upgrade each. With regard to parking issues in Hallow Lane it was agreed that the clerk would write to the property owner in the first instance.

District Councillors’ Report: In the absence of both district councillors a copy of their report was circulated.
Matters arising: 

Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: There was concern about poor drainage on the footpath from the Dewdrop to Jessamine Cottage.
Highways: There was concern about the overgrown hedge on the Martley Road, particularly from the cake factory towards Worcester. The clerk to write to Mr Silvester.
Allotments:  It was reported that 2 allotments were in need of attention.
Anti Social Behaviour:  No report.
Village Hall: It was reported that the roofing was complete and slightly under budget.
SWDP/Neighbourhood Planning: The chairman would be speaking at the SWDP meeting on 3rd July. Mr Barber was concerned that the NHS were considering reducing health service provision when the opposite would be required with the proposed housing increase. There was also general concern that infrastructure provision was not tied to development.
It had not so far been possible to arrange a meeting with Ismail Mohammed to discuss neighbourhood planning.
Vicarage Green:  The clerk to contact Mr Huskinson at March and Edwards with regard to the registration of Vicarage Green as a common, as no response had been received.
Code of Conduct: Mr Barber expressed concern about inconsistencies within the draft documents. The clerk to endeavour to obtain final versions from CALC.
Bids for Cllr Davies Divisional fund:

It was decided that no bid would be made this year.
