Minutes: It was proposed Mr Parry, seconded Mr Wedd and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the 2nd July 2012 having been circulated were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
County Councillor’s Report: Cllr Davies reported that: 

1. The patching of Hallow Lane had been completed prior to Surface Dressing in 2013.

2. The parking issue in Hallow Lane was being pursued.

3. The drainage work in the Bell Lane/Sling Lane area would be re- commence on 10th September.
4. Flooding problems persist at the Food Factory on Martley Road. Cllr Davies to ask for further investigation.
5. Surfacing the footpath from Church Lane to Hallow Lane was included in this year’s budget.

6. Finally on a personal note Cllr Davies announced that he had decided not to stand for election in May 2013.

District Councillors’ Report: The district councillors’ report had been circulated prior to the meeting. Mr Parry commented that the refuse collection service was the best in the country. This was echoed by the other members and Cllr Bass agreed to pass the comments on to the district council.
Matters arising: 

Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: MHDC had written to the land owner re drainage work needed to improve the path from Victoria Cottage to Martley Road.
The paths from the allotments to Crown Meadow and from Rectory Close to Grange Road are overgrown and need to be cut back. The clerk to ask the lengthsman to deal with this.
Highways: A complaint had been received about traffic speeds on the approach to the village from Worcester. The clerk to ask if the speed sign could be located in this area.
Allotments:  An incident was reported where an overgrown allotment had been strimmed without the holder’s consent. It was reported that the garden show had been successful and was well supported.
Anti Social Behaviour:  The chairman read the police crime report.
Village Hall: It was agreed that there was a need for the final amounts spent by those involved to be reconciled by the next meeting.
SWDP/Neighbourhood Planning: It was proposed Mr Simmonds, seconded Mrs Beard and resolved that the parish council’s comments on the proposed changes to the SWDP would include a covering letter from the parish council and a joint submission from the parish council and SaEV. 
Vicarage Green:  No response had been received from March & Edwards concerning proposals for Vicarage Green. 
Code of Conduct: The submission of declarations of interest was complete.
Suspension of Standing Orders for Public Participation:   The hedge in Church Lane from the village hall to the Vicarage Green needed to be cut back – the clerk to ask Smart Cut for a quotation to carry out the work.
