Declaration of Interests: Mrs Swinburn – planning application
Minutes: It was proposed Mr Parry, seconded Mrs Faiers and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the 5th November 2012 having been circulated were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
County Councillor’s Report: No report
District Councillors’ Report: The district councillors’ report had been circulated prior to the meeting. 
Matters arising: 

Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: No report 
Highways: There was concern that Pencroft lorries were using Lightwood Lane and Bell Lane to travel from the A44 to the B4024, Martley road resulting in damage to the road edges particularly in Lightwood Lane. The clerk to write to Pencroft (copy to Cllr Davies) reminding them that such movements are prohibited.
Potholes had returned on the Martley Road between Church Lane and Hallow Lane – the clerk to advise highways.
Allotments:  It was confirmed that the water to the allotments had been turned off.
Anti Social Behaviour: No report.
Village Hall: There was concern that the HUB computer was not being used and it was suggested that training should be given to encourage non computer users.
SWDP: Cllr Swinburn explained the current position of the SWDP. He explained that members of MHDC would be given an opportunity on 10th December at the Bank House to reverse their decision of the previous meeting. This would enable the SWDP to proceed without delay avoiding a planning vacuum. He encouraged the parish council to attend the meeting to represent local views. It was agreed that Mr Simmonds, the Vice Chairman would speak to the meeting on behalf of the parish council.
Neighbourhood Planning: The high cost and lack of public interest in the production of a neighbourhood plan was discussed. It was proposed Mrs Swinburn, seconded Mrs Faiers and resolved, “that the parish council would not proceed with the neighbourhood plan for the time being.”
Broadheath Common: Problems caused by mud being dragged onto Sling Lane were discussed. It was agreed that the clerk would write to a local resident about this. It was proposed Mr Parry, seconded Mrs Carver and resolved to purchase a further “no parking” sign for erection in Sling Lane to discourage parking on the common edge.
Vicarage Green:  The meeting was advised that the football team were currently looking at Broadwas football pitch. Members had been impressed by the professionalism of the presentation and wished the team every success in their project.
