CSO Simon Williams informed the council of the crime figures for Sept – Dec 2011, 11 crimes had been reported, and this was half the amount of the same period last year, fortunately Bredon Parish seems to have escaped the recent spate of burglaries in surrounding villages.

c) Update on Planning Proposal for Mitton.

Eight councillors had represented the council at a presentation given by the developers to Tewkesbury Town Council.  The council will comment once a planning application has been received.  

However the council is aware that the developers are ‘leafleting’ Bredon Parish and asking for comment, the council would ask that any comments to the developers’ are also sent to the Gloucester-Cheltenham-Tewkesbury Joint Core Strategy Consultation.

Other planning issues.

Cllr Darby has made contact with Ashchurch and Northway Parish Council.

The council agreed they were happy for Cllr Darby to represent the council at the JCS event.
7. Councillors Interests.  
The Chairman and Vice Chairman having attended a recent Standards Board meeting reiterated the need to declare any interest as after April, non declaration becomes a criminal offence.   Also a reminder that what is discussed at meetings must not be disclosed until the minutes are published. 

8. The Parish Office. 

Cllr’s Falvey, Shiels and Sly will investigate the IT installations in the office. 

9. To Discuss The Graffiti On The Wall Of Brensham Court.

10. To Discuss the Signs In Westmancote.
The sign for ‘Lower Westmancote’ will be replaced, and a new sign for ‘Westmancote’ will be supplied and fitted by Worcs County Council.  The council agreed to pay £100.00 towards the Westmancote sign. 

11. To Consider the Council’s Response to the Gloucester-Cheltenham-Tewkesbury Joint Core Strategy Consultation.
The council agreed to submit a comment including the following comments.

 The overall development projections for the JCS should be reduced.  Scenario B (the lowest projection) calls for 33,200 new homes over the twenty years of the plan.  At current occupancy rates these would provide homes for 88,000 people - an increase of 27% over the 2011 population.  This is much higher than 45,200 projected population increase published by Gloucestershire County Council, and much higher than the national average.  It should not be assumed that the trends towards smaller households will continue in the new economic landscape.

·         Development in T2 should only take place within the brownfield area of DSDC Ashchurch Camp, assuming it is sold for development by the Ministry of Defence.  The greenfield areas of T2 are highly unsustainable, being located a long way from the shops and services of the town, and would result in significantly increased levels of car use on the already congested A46 / M5 Junction 9.

·         T1 and T2 (greenfield) would be likely to lead to a significant traffic increase in the Bredon Hill villages and the AONB, as the routes to Beckford and Pershore would be used as rat-runs to avoid the congestion of the A46 / M5 Junction 9.  In the event of DSDC Ashchurch being developed, there should be no new access onto Aston Fields Lane, and no new access onto the B4079, to prevent such rat-running.  

·         T1 and T2 (greenfield) would have significant negative impacts on views out of the AONB at Bredon Hill.

·         T1 and T2 (greenfield) would increase flood run-off into the Avon and its tributaries upstream of Tewkesbury unless expensive sustainable urban drainage systems are installed.

·         T2 (greenfield) would have negative impacts on the sensitive ecology of the Carrant Vale.

12. To Discuss The Area Around The Shop In Queensmead. 

The Council have not received a response from the owner, sent for re direction to Wychavon, clerk to contact Wychavon to enquire as to whether they could do anything!


13. To Consider A Memorial For Mr S Keating. 

The council agreed, to have a memorial to Mr Stan Keating, in recognition of his contribution to the parish council, especially the playing fields.  The council understands that the football club is considering a bench, the council would like to pay 50% of the cost and the chairman, Andrew Woodward, would be very happy to liaise with the football and bowls club in its siting. 
14. Progress Reports For Information.
a) Sports England Funding. No Report.
b) Leases.
Cllr’s Falvey and Darby left the room. 

The Bowls Club have agreed the terms of the lease in writing; the Tennis Club have given a verbal confirmation in principle, the Football Club initially rejected the terms however negations are taking place which should conclude shortly. 

The Rugby Club have completely rejected the terms, which they believe to be unfair, the council has spent a lot of time and effort in making sure that all the clubs are treated equally.   
The Rugby club has informed the council that they intend to change their legal status.

The council agreed to take legal advice on issues raised and until such time as this has been achieved all negotiations with the rugby club will be suspended.   The council is very clear that it wants all the sports clubs to use the Bredon Facilities and is keen to help the Rugby club, however it has to treat all the clubs at the same level.
c) Clerk. (report enc).
d) BPCR.
The council agreed for the continuation of the lights to be turned on Friday evenings, Cllr Falvey and Mr M Dunn will continue to operate them.  Long term operation will be on the next agenda.

e) Playing Field Support Group.
This group will be amalgamated with BPCR, Cllr Sly to replace Cllr Falvey. 

f) Bredons Norton Village Hall.
A meeting had taken place, however the council representatives were unable to attend. 

g) Bredon Village Hall.
The redecoration of the Old Hall had been completed.  Maintenance reported circulated. 
h) Hancocks Trust.
i) County and District Councillor.
The County Council is working up a scheme to slow traffic in the village of Bredon; and the consultation on yellow lines around the pottery. The drafts of the measures were presented to the council, and after some discussion the council were in agreement for the implementation. 
The overgrowth beside the footway on Main Road, Bredon will be removed in February, the owner has agreed to paint the road side of the wall and Cllr Darby will advise the council at the next meeting of ‘sympathetic planting’.
The continuation of the foot way in Main Road Bredon to link the car parks will cost more than first anticipated, the council will be asked to contribute.  (Agenda item for the next meeting)

j) Bredon Hill Conservation Group.
A new secretary has been appointed. 

k) Highways.

Cllr Masters is meeting a representative from Royal mail to discuss the moving of the box to a more convenient site.
