Grit Bins: The Clerk reported that a bin had been ordered for The Avenue. 
Drake Street VAS: The Clerk reported that he had received a charging unit and that the VAS was now working, although he did not know how long the battery would last.  No spare battery was yet available.

Reports by District and County Councillors and other Representatives.

County Cllr. Tom Wells raised a number of issues:

i. There was a new bus timetable for the 363/362 service and he urged residents to use it in order to ensure it was retained.

ii. Adoption of the SWDP had been deferred until the autumn due to certain contentious issues in the Malvern Hills area.

iii. There was a proposed increase in short stay car parking charges to encourage the use of long stay parks.  Cllr. Wells suggested this was bad for local traders.

iv. WCC was trying to encourage the introduction of fast broadband.  Cllr. Wells was to investigate further.
v. All of Cllr. Wells’ £10,000 current funding had been accounted for but he expected to be allocated more next year.

vi. He would try to push through resurfacing of the Marlbank footway during the next financial year.

District County Cllr. Roger Cousins raised the following:

i. He urged all residents to complete the questionnaire relating to the use of the Upton library.

ii. The increase in parking charges in Malvern was to be considered at the MHDC Executive Committee meeting next week.

iii. MHDC were committed to increase recycling to 40% by 2014 and 50% by 2020.  The introduction of a wheelie bin system to include glass collection was being considered. 

iv. The new director of the Malvern Hills Conservators was to take office in April.
