To consider for adoption the minutes of the Parish Council meeting of 16th January: These were accepted as an accurate record and they were signed by the Chairman.

Progress reports and other matters arising from these minutes

Grit Bins: Due to the proximity of the bin by the Pheasant Inn it was agreed not to order one for Spitalfields car park.  It was noted that the bin on The Avenue had been emptied during the cold spell but it was agreed that they would not be refilled until the Autumn.
Drake Street VAS: The Clerk reported that the battery had lasted just under two week and the sign had been activated over 17,000 times in the first period.
Marlbank Bus Shelter: Upon investigation it had been discovered that the suggestion to remove bricks from the walls of the bus shelter to aid visibility would not have had the desired effect due to nearby hedges and trees.  Also one resident objected and would have obscured the view with a fence.  The scheme was cancelled.

Reports by District and County Councillors and other Representatives.

County Cllr. Tom Wells raised a number of issues:

i. There was a proposed increase in the short stay car parking charge from 60p to 90p.  This was being opposed by local traders.  

ii. He reported that he had allocated funding this year to The Cordery Club, The Tuesday Club and Welland Juniors FC.

iii. A new bus timetable was now in the post office and he urged residents to make use of the service.  Unfortunately a proposal to allow concessionary fares to under nineteen year olds had not been approved.
iv. He agreed to ask WCC to review vehicle weight limits on Hook Bank and the consequences for traffic at Danemoor Cross, Drake Street and Garret Bank.

v. He also joined in the discussion on the future of The Pheasant Inn and the positioning of the VAS on Drake Street. 

District County Cllr. Roger Cousins raised the following:

i. He confirmed that the Upton library had been saved from closure for the time being.

ii. The increase in parking charges in Malvern was to be considered at the MHDC full council tomorrow.
iii. Wardens to patrol on-street parking could not be in place until October 2013.
