WELCOME AND APOLOGIES

The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting. There were apologies from Mr J Jenkins.

DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

There were none.
3.
MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING

The minutes of the parish council and annual meetings held on Monday 4th July were accepted by all as a correct record of the proceedings and were signed by the Chairman.

4.
TO RECEIVE THE REPORTS OF REPRESENTATIVES OF OTHER BODIES

Cllr Tom Wells gave an update on the SWDP and the matter was discussed at length. It was 
noted that a traffic survey had been carried out recently and the issue of infrastructure and the 
capacity of the A449 to cope with the additional traffic was discussed. It was noted that this 
problem will affect not only Newland residents, but the whole population of Malvern. It was 
agreed that links should be made with the other local councils directly affected (Malvern Town, 
Powick, Kempsey) to work together to raise the public profile of the issue and generate 
opposition to the development.

It was noted that the next stage of public consultation would run from 26th September and 
agreed that a major public meeting should be held to discuss the matter. The chairman agreed 
to contact the chairs of the other councils concerned and report back.

Mr Yapp expressed interest in attending the Localism and the SWDP workshop recently 
circulated; the clerk to put his name forward.

5.
TO RECEIVE UPDATES ON MATTERS ARISING IN PREVIOUS MINUTES

a) Highway and footpath Improvements outside The Swan/Stocks Lane
A commitment to undertake the work has been received but no date as yet.

b) Kerbing by school bus stopping place - Stocks Lane

WCC have advised that school bus stopping patterns are being reviewed and that they will look into the matter. The location was confirmed as being directly opposite the service bus stopping point.
c)
Request for signage – St Leonards Church


It was confirmed that the church meets the criteria for locating a brown sign but following discussion the view had been taken that the cost, likely to be in the region of £250 should be met by the church. The matter had been passed to the church trustees for consideration.
d)
Speeding traffic on Stocks Lane


The matter had been referred to the Safer Roads Partnership who would be considering 

it at their next meeting.

e)
Insurance cover for bus shelters


The parish councils’ insurers have confirmed that as long as the council are responsible 

for the maintenance of the shelters, then public liability would extend to cover them. As 

regards insurance for repair or replacement of the shelters in the case of damage, the 

insurers had requested a value to be attributed to them. The clerk was requested to 

obtain a quote for the full replacement value of the shelters, approximately £1000 each.

f)
Enquiry re replacement of bus shelters by WCC


The clerk had made enquiries with Malvern Town Council and been provided with 

contact details for the WCC officer responsible. The clerk to make further enquiries.

TO CONSIDER CO-OPTION TO THE PARISH COUNCIL

The vacancy had been advertised and it had been confirmed that no election would be necessary. The vacancy would now be advertised for co-option at the next meeting.

TO DISCUSS RECENTLY INSTALLED DRIVEWAY, EQUESTRIAN PROPERTY, STOCKS LANE.


It had been noted that a roadway had been constructed across fields between the driveway and stable building of the above property and the question of whether planning consent is required was discussed. It was decided that the situation should be monitored to ensure that the roadway did not indicate a change of use to the stable building. The clerk agreed to check the planning consent for the property.
