WELCOME AND APOLOGIES

The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting. There were no apologies.
2.
DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
There were none.
The meeting was closed at this point to allow members of the public and visiting councillors to 
speak.

Planning Application 11/01301/FUL – 326 Worcester Road, Greggs PLC
The Chairman outlined the details of the application and Mr Stockman read out a letter detailing 
his objections. The matter was discussed at length and it was noted that the entrance to 
the parking bay is almost at the road junction with the already congested Newland 
roundabout and opposite the turning for the recycling centre. The bay in question is 
insufficient to accommodate more than a couple of parked cars without an obstruction resulting. 
The consensus of opinion was that the location is unsuitable for a food outlet on the grounds 
of road safety and general hygiene and the chair agreed to draft a response setting out 
the 
parish council’s formal objection to the application.
SWDP

The chairman recapped the situation to date and noted that the deadline for responding to the 
consultation is 18th November. She emphasised how important it is for as many people to 
comment as possible and noted a piece urging people to do this would be published in the 
Malvern Gazette. Mr Jenkins outlined the process for commenting on the report and it was 
noted that the form is quite difficult to navigate.
Cllr Michael of Kempsey Parish Council outlined the problems that the proposed plan would 
cause for his parish and the plan and the assumptions upon which it has been based were 
discussed at length. It was noted that there had been no comment from the local MP, Harriet 
Baldwin, and the chair proposed that a collective letter be sent to her.
The chairman then read out the proposed Newland parish council response to the plan and its 
contents were discussed. The basis upon which the projected population had been calculated 
was questioned as it differs so much from the Governments own projections for the period. It 
was also noted that it appeared that the figures could not be challenged and that you could only 
comment to suggest an alternative site. It was further noted that there was nothing in the plan 
to protect Malvern as a place or considering the implications of the increased building on 
flooding problems in Upton and Tewkesbury.
It was suggested that prior to the District Council meeting in February where the decision will be 
taken, that a letter be sent to all 38 District Councillors.
Councillor Wells joined the meeting at 9.00pm. He expressed the view that the efforts being 
made would not be enough to change the view of MHDC. He suggested that the affected parish 
councils should consider jointly engaging a planning consultant to challenge the plan. The 
possibility of hiring a consultant was then discussed.
Regarding the Greggs planning application, Cllr Wells expressed great concern and suggested 
that if Malvern Hills looked likely to approve it, he would request that it go to the Area 
Development Control Committee at which the parish council could make representations.
The Chairman thanked everyone for attending and Cllr’s Wells, Michael, Maynor and Jones left 
the meeting.

The parish council meeting was reopened.

MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING

The minutes of the parish council meeting held on Monday 5th September were accepted by all as a correct record of the proceedings and were signed by the Chairman.

TO RECEIVE THE REPORTS OF REPRESENTATIVES OF OTHER BODIES

TO RECEIVE UPDATES ON MATTERS ARISING IN PREVIOUS MINUTES

a) Highway and footpath Improvements outside The Swan/Stocks Lane
Cllr Wells had confirmed that work would commence within the next few weeks.

b) Kerbing by school bus stopping place - Stocks Lane

An email had been received from WCC Highways stating that there were no funds available for the work at the present time and that therefore it was being added to the LTP3 small works programme.

Request for signage – St Leonards Church


The matter had been passed to the church trustees for consideration.
d)
Speeding traffic on Stocks Lane


Speed data had been collected by the Safer Roads Partnership during September which 


had shown the mean speed of traffic travelling in both directions to be in excess of 37.5 


mph, above the 35mph required for enforcement activity. However, analysis of 



collisions and casualties in the previous three years had shown all incidents to be slight 


and therefore not serious enough to be designated a core site. We have been advised 


that the matter will be discussed at the next operations forum before the action to be 


taken is finalised.

Insurance cover for bus shelters


All of the parish bus shelters are now fully insured.

REVIEW OF POLLING DISTRICTS AND POLLING PLACES


A letter had been received outlining a review of current polling places. This suggested amalgamating Newland polling district with those of Madresfield and Guarlford, with all three to use Madresfield School as the polling station. After discussion it was decided that the parish council request that the polling station remain at The Beauchamp Community, home to many Newland residents and easily accessible to the remainder, on the grounds that Madresfield School, being two miles away on a route without public transport, would effectively disenfranchise many Newland residents.
