Public Forum

Prior to the meeting the Committee was addressed by residents in relation to item 4d.  The residents expressed continuing concerns as to the possible negative impact of the development on the existing flood risk from the brook/drainage channel into which it is proposed the surface water from the development will drain.  Reference was made to the flooding in the past and the considerable concern that the development will have a negative impact unless great care is taken over both the rate at which surface water is discharged into the culvert and the form of the culvert itself.  The culvert under the footpath requires to be enlarged if substantial further water is to be discharged through it.   Crest had agreed to the condition and should abide by it.

(iv) it is by no means clear that Condition 25 standing alone would address the issue as it refers to a ‘surface water regulation system’ which is more appropriate to ‘on site’ drainage than to the offsite connection to an existing brook/drainage channel/culvert
