Reports by District and County Councillors and other Representatives.

District County Cllr. Roger Cousins raised a number of issues:

i. It was hoped that there would be no increase in car parking charges in Malvern until Parking Wardens were in place; probably at the end of 2013.  Also no increase in residents permits. 
ii. Upton Library was not to be closed.
iii. Upton Tourist Information Centre may move to the Pepperpot.

County Cllr. Tom Wells raised the following:

i. A revised SWDP was expected to be published in May and largely approved by MHDC in June.  Any significant changes such as new sites to be approved for development would be subject to further consultation until October.

ii. Castlemorton Parish had a mobile stage that was available for hire free of charge.

iii. Cllr. Wells was to liaise with the operator over busses departing from stops early. 

iv. Safeguarding policies at WCC were being reviewed.

v. He confirmed that next year he had again been allocated £10,000 to distribute to local organisations
