· Support an Apprentice.  Cllr Holloway has proposed that the Council consider sponsoring an apprentice with a local company instead of providing grants to local charities. He and Cllr Long agreed to investigate the financial implications of this and will supply a proposed business plan by the June meeting of the Council.
· Newsletter.  A short report was received from the Clerk.
13.0 Urgent Items:
· The Chairman has had discussions with the County Council and Cllr A Roberts to see if we are able to get a portable Speed Detection Unit.  This has been agreed, we would now need to consider how we administer this, moving the camera to different locations etc.  All locations have to be agreed with the County Council.
