Problems had been caused by the fact that one of the original developers, David Payne Homes, had gone into liquidation and the County Council were experiencing problems accessing the adoption bond funds which had been deposited with the National home Building Council (NHBC)


County Council officers were in correspondence with the NHBC on the matter and an update on the situation would be provided in due course.
